ORDERING PROCEDURES

The following contracts have been awarded to perform requirements in support of ILDD.

· (Contractor’s Names)  (NNJ10XXXXXX)
Work ordered under the ILDD contracts will be authorized through competitively awarded task orders.  Each ILDD contractor will be invited to submit a task plan for each contemplated task to be evaluated by the Government as a basis of selecting which contractor(s) will be awarded that task.  Contractors are not required to submit a task plan in response to each request for task plan.   

(a)  Consistent with the clause I.3 entitled “ORDERING (FAR 52.216-18) (OCT 1995)” only the Contracting Officer may issue task orders or task order amendments, providing specific authorization or direction to perform work within the scope of the task order and as specified in the schedule.  

(b)  When requesting a task plan to be evaluated by the Government, the Contracting Officer shall provide contractors the following data:
(1) A functional description of the work identifying the objectives or results desired by the Government from the contemplated task order.

(2) Requirements that the task plan needs to address regarding quality assurance and performance standards to be used as criteria for determining whether the task order objectives have been met (i.e., acceptance criteria, terms of quality, timeliness, quantity, etc.).

(3) The evaluation criteria to be used by the Government in evaluating which task plan(s) will be selected for award of a task order.  Past performance on previous ILDD task orders may be taken into consideration during subsequent task order competitions.  
(c)  Within 15 calendar days after receipt of a request for task plan, each contractor shall submit its task plan proposal conforming to the request in order to be considered for award of the contemplated task order.   

(d)  After review of each contractor’s task plan proposal, and any necessary discussions, the Contracting Officer may issue a task order to the contractor(s) considered to be the best value pursuant to the evaluation criteria established for that task order.
