You are invited to submit a proposal for the Geophysics, Geodynamics, and Space Geodesy

(GGSG) procurement.  
This procurement is a full and open competition.  The NAICS code for this procurement is 541712, size standard 1,000 employees.   This competitive RFP will result in a Cost-Plus-Fixed-Fee (CPFF) Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract with an ordering period of four years one month from the effective date of the contract.  The anticipated award date for the contract and phase-in is May 2, 2011.  Upon award, the government anticipates issuing the first task order for the phase-in period of 30 days.  
Two Representative Task Orders have been included as Exhibit A & B of the RFP to help the Government understand how you, as our contractor, would carry out the tasks associated with the Statement of Work.  Offerors will be required to respond to the Representative Task Orders as part of the mission suitability and cost realism evaluation.
