Such orders may be
issued from the effective date through four years one month thereafter.




(b) All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract. In the event
of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

(c) If mailed, a delivery order or task order is considered “issued” when the Government deposits the
order in the mail. Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods only if
authorized in the Schedule.

(End of clause)

B.3  Order Limitations (52.216-19) (Oct 1995)

(&) Minimum order. When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract
in an amount of less than $1,000, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the
Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order. The Contractor is not obligated to honor—
(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $10,000,000;
(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $10,000,000; or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within 30 days that together call for
quantities exceeding the limitation in paragraph (b)(1) or (2) of this section.

(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-
21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part
of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order
limitations in paragraph (b) of this section.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) of this section, the Contractor shall honor any order
exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is
returned to the ordering office within 5 days after issuance, with written notice stating the
Contractor’s intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons. Upon receiving this
notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

B.4  Indefinite Quantity (52.216-22) (Oct 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for
the period stated, in the Schedule. The quantities of supplies and services specified in the
Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance
with the Ordering clause. The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered,
the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in
the Schedule as the “maximum.” The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or
services designated in the Schedule as the “minimum.”

(c) Except for any limitations on quantities in the Order Limitations clause or in the Schedule,
there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued. The Government may issue orders
requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that
period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order. The contract
shall govern the Contractor’s and Government’s rights and obligations with respect to that order
to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract’s effective period,
provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract
beyond one (1) year from the end of the contract’s effective ordering period as established
in Clause F.2 of this contract.

B5  MINIMUM/MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF SUPPLIES OR SERVICES (COST
REIMBURSEMENT) (GSFC 52.216-90) (APR 2008)

(a) The minimum amount of supplies or services that shall be ordered during the effective period
of this contract is $1,000,000 (Estimated Cost and Fixed Fee). The maximum amount of
supplies or services that may be ordered during the effective period of this contract is
$45,000,000 (Estimated Cost and Fixed Fee). All orders placed under this contract will be
applied to the minimum and maximum specified in this paragraph.

(b) The minimum amount is reached when the sum of the dollar amounts of all ordered supplies
or services, except for any adjustments made pursuant to the Limitation of Cost or Limitation of
Funds clause, equals or exceeds the minimum amount stated in paragraph (a).

(c) The maximum amount is reached when the sum of the dollar amounts of all ordered supplies
or services, except for any adjustments made pursuant to the Limitation of Cost or Limitation of
Funds clause, equals the maximum amount stated in paragraph (a).

(d) The maximum amount, if reached, precludes the issuance of further orders for supplies or
services under this contract. However, reaching the maximum amount does not preclude
adjustments to the dollar amounts of existing placed orders, for actions that are within the scope
of the placed orders, and which are made pursuant to existing contract authority, such as the
Changes clause.

(e) The maximum amount may be adjusted unilaterally by the Government on an as needed
basis. Historic, current, and/or projected workload requirements will be used to determine the
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amount of upward adjustment. In no event will the adjusted maximum amount exceed 10% of
the original maximum amount.

B.6 SUPPLEMENTAL TASK ORDERING PROCEDURES (COST REIMBURSEMENT)

(@) When the Government issues a request for a “task plan” to the Contractor in accordance with
the Clause entitled “Task Ordering Procedure” of this contract, the Contractor shall prepare its
estimate of the labor hours, labor categories, indirect costs, and other direct costs required to
perform the task order requirements. The Contractor shall use only those appropriate labor and
indirect cost rates, which may be less than but shall not exceed the rates found in Clause J.1,
Attachment B — Direct Labor Rates, Indirect Rates and Fixed Fee Matrices, to calculate the
proposed estimated costs for all task orders issued in accordance with the “Task Ordering
Procedure” clause of this contract.

(b) The Contractor’s proposed approach/pricing of the representative tasks set forth in its
proposal for award of this contract shall be used as reference by the Contracting Officer in
negotiating tasks with the Contractor which are issued under this contract, but only to the extent
portions of a representative task are relevant to portions of a task actually issued.

(c) The Government and Contractor agree that the fixed fee percentage specified in Attachment
B shall be used to calculate the fixed fee dollars on all task orders issued in accordance with the
“Task Ordering Procedure” clause of this contract.

(a) The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing when the Contractor has reason
to believe that the total cost for performance of this contract, or any individual task order,
exclusive of any fee, will be either greater or substantially less than the total estimated cost stated
in this contract or in the task order. Notification shall not be delayed pending preparation of a
proposal.

(b) A proposal is required to support a request for an increase in the estimated cost of the
contract or the task order. The proposal should be submitted as soon as possible after the above
notification but no later than 115 days before the incurred costs are expected to exceed the



estimated cost. This will allow adequate time for the Government to evaluate the proposal and to
mutually establish any increase in estimated cost with the Contractor.

(c)(1) The proposal shall be submitted in the following format unless some other format is
directed or approved by the Contracting Officer:

(b) The final report shall be of a quality suitable for publication and shall follow the formatting
and stylistic guidelines contained in NPR 2200.2, Guidelines for Documentation, Approval, and
Dissemination of NASA Scientific and Technical Information. Electronic formats for submission
of reports should be used to the maximum extent practical. Before electronically submitting
reports containing scientific and technical information (STI) that is export-controlled or limited
or restricted, contact the Contracting Officer to determine the requirements to electronically
transmit these forms of STI. If appropriate electronic safeguards are not available at the time of
submission, a paper copy or a CD-ROM of the report shall be required. Information regarding

(c) The last page of the final report shall be a completed Standard Form (SF) 298, Report

Documentation Page.

(d) In addition to the final report submitted to the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall
concurrently provide to the Center STI/Publication Manager and the NASA Center for
AeroSpace Information (CASI) a copy of the letter transmitting the final report to the
Contracting Officer. The copy of the letter shall be submitted to CASI at the address listed at
http://www.sti.nasa.gov under the “Get Help” link.

(e) In accordance with paragraph (d) of the Rights in Data --General clause (52.227-14) of this
contract, the Contractor may publish, or otherwise disseminate, data produced during the
performance of this contract, including data contained in the final report, and any additional
reports required by 1852.235-74 when included in the contract, without prior review by NASA.
The Contractor is responsible for reviewing publication or dissemination of the data for
conformance with laws and regulations governing its distribution, including intellectual property
rights, export control, national security and other requirements, and to the extent the contractor
receives or is given access to data necessary for the performance of the contract which contain
restrictive markings, for complying with such restrictive markings. Should the Contractor seek
to publish or otherwise disseminate the final report, or any additional reports required by
1852.235-74 if applicable, as delivered to NASA under this contract, the Contractor may do so
once NASA has completed its document availability authorization review, and availability of the
report has been determined.

Sufficient diagrams, sketches, curves, photographs, and drawings should be included to convey the
intended meaning.

(c) Final Task Order Reports. The Contractor shall submit separate final task reports that
summarizes the results of the entire task order work, including recommendations and conclusions
based on the experience and results obtained. Final task reports should include tables, graphs,
diagrams, curves, sketches, photographs, and drawings in sufficient detail to explain
comprehensively the results achieved under the task order.

(d) Submission dates. Monthly and quarterly reports shall be submitted by the 15th day of the
month following the month or quarter being reported. If the task order is awarded beyond the
middle of a month, the first monthly report shall cover the period from award until the end of the
following month. No monthly report need be submitted for the third month of task effort for
which a quarterly report is required. No quarterly report need be submitted for the final three
months of the task order effort since that period will be covered in the final task report. The final
task report shall be submitted within 30 days after the completion of the effort under the task
order.

(e) If the Contractor fails to promptly perform the services again or take the action necessary to
ensure future performance in conformity with contract requirements, the Government may -

(1) By contract or otherwise, perform the services and reduce any fee payable by an amount
that is equitable under the circumstances; or

(2) Terminate the contract for default.

F.3 STOP-WORK ORDER (52.242-15) (AUG 1989)--ALTERNATE | (APR 1984)

(a) The Contracting Officer may, at any time, by written order to the Contractor, require the
Contractor to stop all, or any part, of the work called for by this contract for a period of 90 days
after the order is delivered to the Contractor, and for any further period to which the parties may
agree. The order shall be specifically identified as a stop-work order issued under this clause.
Upon receipt of the order, the Contractor shall immediately comply with its terms and take all
reasonable steps to minimize the incurrence of costs allocable to the work covered by the order
during the period of work stoppage. Within a period of 90 days after a stop-work order is
delivered to the Contractor, or within any extension of that period to which the parties shall have
agreed, the Contracting Officer shall either--

(1) Cancel the stop-work order; or

(2) Terminate the work covered by the order as provided in the Termination clause of this
contract.

(b) If a stop-work order issued under this clause is canceled or the period of the order or any
extension thereof expires, the Contractor shall resume work. The Contracting Officer shall make
an equitable adjustment in the delivery schedule, the estimated cost, the fee, or a combination
thereof, and in any other terms of the contract that may be affected.
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(1) The stop-work order results in an increase in the time required for, or in the
Contractor's cost properly allocable to, the performance of any part of this contract; and

(2) The Contractor asserts its right to the adjustment within 30 days after the end of the
period of work stoppage; provided, that, if the Contracting Officer decides the facts justify the
action, the Contracting Officer may receive and act upon the claim submitted at any time before
final payment under this contract.

(c) If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for the
convenience of the Government, the Contracting Officer shall allow reasonable costs resulting
from the stop-work order in arriving at the termination settlement.

(d) If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for
default, the Contracting Officer shall allow, by equitable adjustment or otherwise, reasonable
costs resulting from the stop-work order.

F.4 F.O.B.DESTINATION (52.247-34) (NOV 1991)

() The term "f.0.b. destination," as used in this clause, means--
(1) Free of expense to the Government, on board the carrier's conveyance, at a
specified delivery point where the consignee's facility (plant, warehouse, store, lot, or other
location to which shipment can be made) is located, and

(2) Supplies shall be delivered to the destination consignee's wharf (if destination is a port
city and supplies are for export), warehouse unloading platform, or receiving dock, at the
expense of the Contractor. The Government shall not be liable for any delivery, storage,
demurrage, accessorial, or other charges involved before the actual delivery (or "constructive
placement" as defined in carrier tariffs) of the supplies to the destination, unless such charges are
caused by an act or order of the Government acting in its contractual capacity. If rail carrier is
used, supplies shall be delivered to the specified unloading platform of the consignee. If motor
carrier (including "piggyback™) is used, supplies shall be delivered to truck tailgate at the
unloading platform of the consignee, except when the supplies delivered meet the requirements
of Item 568 of the National Motor Freight Classification for "heavy or bulky freight". When
supplies meeting the requirements of the referenced Item 568 are delivered, unloading (including
movement to the tailgate) shall be performed by the consignee, with assistance from the truck
driver, if requested. If the Contractor uses rail carrier or freight forwarder for less than carload
shipments, the Contractor shall ensure that the carrier will furnish tailgate delivery, when
required, if transfer to truck is required to complete delivery to consignee.

(b) The Contractor shall--

Q) (1) Pack and mark the shipment to comply with contract specifications; or
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(i) In the absence of specifications, prepare the shipment in conformance
with carrier requirements;
