Request a short written synopsis be provided in the additional comments/information section of the on-line RFQ describing how any brand name or equal item being quoted meets or exceeds the brand name item identified in the requirement.  In addition it is requested that information be provided on whether or not there are approved STC’s for the item(s) being proposed/quoted 
2. Request technical brochures be provided for any brand name or equal item being quoted that meets or exceeds the brand name item identified in the requirement in-order to allow the technical team to evaluate the technical specifications
3. Identify any known installation/integration issues associated with any applicable brand name or equal item being incorporated into a standard configuration SP747 aircraft
ADDENDUM TO 52.212-2, EVALUATION - COMMERCIAL ITEMS 

Evaluation -- Commercial Items (Jan 1999)
(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

·  technical capability of the item offered to meet the Government requirement
·  price
The technical factor(s) including other technical factor(s) in addition to the base specification/requirement (e.g. form, fit, and function including ease of installation) are more important when compared to price
 (b) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer’s specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award
PROPOSAL EVALUATION - TECHNICAL FACTOR

(a) The Technical Factor will be used to evaluate the technical capability of the item proposed to meet the Governments requirement.   

Specifically, the details shown below will be considered by NASA in doing its evaluation:

(a) Capability (meets or exceeds technical requirement specified in SOW);

(b) Maintainability (long-term availability of spare parts);

(c) Supportability (upgradeability); and

(d) Ease of installation (availability of approved STC’s for the SP747 aircraft) 
PROPOSAL EVALUATION - PRICE FACTOR

Given the event that all technical factors are rated as being equal, than the successful offeror will be selected based upon the lowest evaluated price.
