You are invited to submit a proposal for the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Goddard Space Flight Center’s (GSFC) GLTI acquisition.  The GLTI contract will support the Centerwide mission responsibilities of the Information and Logistics Management Division by providing logistics support, technical information management and other services to GSFC at its Greenbelt, MD location, Wallops Island, VA location and NASA Headquarters.
The procurement will be conducted as a full and open competition.  The North American Industry Classifications System (NAICS) code is 541614, with a size standard of $7M.  This competitive procurement will result in a Cost-Plus-Incentive-Fee (CPIF) contract for 5 years, with one 5-year option.  NASA appreciated the comments received in response to the Draft RFP and provides Enclosure 1 which identifies some of the major changes that have occurred since the release of the Draft RFP on September 9, 2010.  Although Enclosure 1 summarizes many of the changes/revisions and/or improvements incorporated into the Final RFP, it is the responsibility of Offerors to thoroughly review the Final RFP package in its entirety for complete understanding of its content.  Enclosure 2 is also provided to document NASA’s responses to Draft RFP comments or questions submitted by Industry.

This RFP does not commit NASA’s GSFC to pay any proposal preparation costs, nor does it obligate NASA’s GSFC to procure or contract for these services.  This request shall not be construed as authorization to proceed with or be paid for charges incurred by performing any of the work called for in this solicitation.

Proposals submitted in response to this RFP shall be submitted by April 4, 2011, at 2:00 pm Eastern Standard Time.  Proposals received after this time will be treated as late in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 52.215-1 entitled, “Instructions to Offers-Competitive Acquisitions”.  Your proposal must be signed by an official authorized to bind the company.  It is requested that the proposal have an acceptance period of not less than 260 days.  However, a different validity period may be proposed by the Offeror. 

Offerors who intend to submit a proposal in response to this RFP are requested to notify NASA of your company’s intention to submit a proposal, within 14 days of the due date of proposals so that we may appropriately plan resources for the proposal evaluation phase.
