You are invited to submit a proposal for the Support for Atmospheric Sciences (SAS) 
procurement.  
NASA is aware that there may be an appearance of an organizational conflict of interest based on unequal access to information by Sigma Space. NASA has reviewed this issue and has found that a reasonably prudent person knowing the facts would not believe an actual organizational conflict of interest exists.  Specifically, NASA GSFC established an electronic procurement library under the subject solicitation for the benefit of the prospective contractor community. The library was housed on the Laboratory for Atmospheric Science internet homepage, for which the webmaster is a Sigma Space employee under NASA contract NNG09HP18C.  Prior to providing the documents to be posted on the electronic library, the Contracting Officer determined that an actual conflict of interest would not be triggered by having the Sigma Space employee post these documents.  The Contracting Officer reasoned that the posted documents were being made publicly available to all and thus an actual organizational conflict of interest based on unequal access to information does not exist.  Offerors are hereby placed on notice that if they disagree with this determination they must notify the NASA Contracting Officer before submission of proposals and state the basis for their belief.

This procurement is a small business set aside procurement. The NAICS code for this procurement is 541712, utilizing the space vehicle exception under which the size standard is 1,000 employees. This competitive RFP will result in a Cost-Plus-Fixed Fee (CPFF) Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract with an ordering period of five years from the effective date of the contract. The anticipated award date for the contract and phase-in is March 14, and March 15, 2012.  Upon award, the government anticipates issuing a firm fixed price contract/purchase order for the phase-in period of 45 days.  
One Representative Task Order has been included as Exhibit 17 of the RFP to help the Government understand how you, as our contractor, would carry out the task associated with the Statement of Work.  Offerors are required to respond to the Representative Task Order as part of the mission suitability and cost realism evaluation.  Potential offerors are encouraged to comment on your ability to effectively price the representative task.  Offerors are encouraged to carefully read Section L, the associated Cost Exhibits, and Section M of the RFP.
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As listed in Clause H.13 a reference library has been established which contains information and reference material related to this solicitation.  This data may be examined at the following website:

This request shall not be construed as authorization to proceed with, or be paid for charges incurred by performing any of the work called for in this solicitation.

Proposals in response to this RFP shall be no later than Thursday, July 7, 2011, 2:30pm local time.  Proposals received after this time will be treated as late in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 52.215-1 entitled, “Instructions to Offers-Competitive Acquisitions”.  The proposal due date will not be extended based on routine issues or requests.  Your proposal must be signed by an official authorized to bind the company and must contain a statement that the proposal is firm for at least 180 days from the date of initial submission.
