· Procurement specific information already published such as information contained in the acquisition forecast, Statement of Work (SOW), and pre-solicitation synopsis
Unacceptable Topics for One-on-One Meetings with Industry

· Proprietary or confidential business information of Contractor(s) or other  business entities performing similar ongoing efforts 

· Privacy Act protected information 
· Speculation on what the Government might be looking for in proposals

· Different technical and management approaches  
· Performance of contractors providing similar requirements that could become competitors 

One-on-ones are reserved for interested prime offerors and significant subcontractor teams only. A maximum of ten individuals representing a team of partnered companies may attend a face to face one-on-one meeting. Only one meeting will be allowed per team.  Each meeting will not exceed 1 hour in length.
Contractors are directed not to present proprietary information at the one-on-ones; any information submitted will become Government property and not be returned to the contractor. THIS IS NOT A REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL.  The Government is not obligated to and will not pay for any information received from attendees as a result of this posting. The Government will not reimburse the attendees for any cost associated with participation or attending the one-on-ones, and is under no obligation to award any related contract associated with this event. Additionally, this announcement in no way commits the Government to issue a solicitation.  The final requirement(s), if any, would be defined under a formal Request for Proposal which would be announced on FedBizOpps (https://www.fbo.gov/).
