SOLICITATION QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
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1) Consistent with the answer to the question below regarding subcontractor submission of Total Compensation Plans (TCP), there is no instruction in L.20 (as there is in L.21 for pricing data) for subcontractor submission of proprietary benefits and compensation data.  Please clarify the government requirements for subcontractor submission of their TCP (e.g., to be sent directly to the government or as a sealed package with the prime offer).  
RFP Section L.14(c) requires a total compensation plan for subs with a value in excess of $500,000 or 10% of the Prime contract’s potential value.  Would the government consider removing this requirement for subcontractors given the relatively small size of the SWAT contract. ANSWER: As the total compensation plan is a NASA requirement, it is not waived. 
ANSWER: The Offeror may submit the Total Compensation Plan directly to the Government or as a sealed package with the prime offer. 

2) Would the government be willing to increase the page limitation on the Past Performance Volume to 10 pages so that we can respond to the requirement to "furnish the information requested below for all of your most recent contracts (completed and ongoing) for similar efforts with a minimum average annual cost/fee incurred of $114,000 that your company has had within the last five (5) years of the RFP release date." Five pages is not adequate to comply with the requirement.


We appreciate the government's decision to remove the Safety and Health Plan and Total Compensation plan from the page count limitation for the Mission Suitability volume. Unfortunately, even with the change, 20 pages is not sufficient to adequately address the evaluation factors, respond to the requirements in the SOW, and satisfy Section L of the RFP. Would the government be willing to increase the page limitation for the Mission Suitability Volume to 25 pages so that we may adequately respond to the requirements?
ANSWER: The page limitation shall remain 20 pages for Volume II—Mission Suitability Volume, and 5 pages for Volume IV—Past Performance Volume. 
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
