Technology, Engineering, and Aerospace Mission Support 2 (TEAMS 2)

This procurement is a 100% Set-Aside for Small Business
REQUIREMENT:  

This solicitation is a Request for Proposal (RFP) issued pursuant to NASA FAR Supplement 1815.203.

1.  Section L, Provisions L.10 through L.17, contains important information on proposal preparation.  Section M sets forth the evaluation methods for award.
2.   The Government intends to award the contract resulting from this solicitation without discussions.  See Section L.1  Provision entitled, “INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS – COMPETITIVE ACQUISITION (FAR 52.215-1)(JAN 2004).”  To facilitate this process, we would like to avoid situations where proposals include substantive exceptions to the proposed contract terms and conditions, which might be unacceptable to the Government and, therefore, preclude award.  The resolution of any exceptions to terms and conditions prior to receipt of proposals will aid the Government in its intention to award without discussions and thus streamline the procurement process.

3.  NAICS Code 541712 is applicable to this procurement.
4.  NASA’s current plan is to transition work presently performed under the Langley Research Center Analysis, Systems Engineering and Research (LASER) Blanket Purchase Agreements (BPA) NNL09AA00Z and NNL09AA01Z into the TEAMS 2 contract if there is a continuing need for the work.   The Direct Labor estimates provided in Attachment IV of the RFP include estimates for LASER work that is expected to be accomplished under Base Mission Support in the TEAMS 2 Statement of Work.   The LASER work will transition to the TEAMS 2 contract at expiration of the LASER BPAs.  It is possible that some work currently performed under the LASER BPAs could migrate to the TEAMS 2 contract under CLIN 002 during years one and two of the TEAMS 2 contract.  Reference Section L of the RFP for Cost Instructions.

5.  NASA held a Pre-Solicitation Conference on February 8, 2011 and no other conferences are planned or anticipated.  See Section L, Provision L.9 for additional information.
6.  A “Bidders’ Library” will not be available; however, all information is posted on FEDBIZOPPS and the NASA LaRC FOIA website (http://foia.larc.nasa.gov).  
7.  Section L, L.12 Proposal Page Limitations (NFS 1852.215-81)(FEB 1998) includes page limitations for the proposal.  PAGES SUBMITTED IN EXCESS OF THE LIMITATIONS SPECIFIED IN THE PROVISION WILL NOT BE EVALUATED BY THE GOVERNMENT AND WILL BE RETURNED TO THE OFFEROR.

9.  The following are significant changes from the draft RFP (NNLZB1002J) that have been incorporated into the RFP.  The changes are the result of questions received from the industry and internal reviews performed by the Government.  Grammatical and typographical errors have been corrected throughout the RFP.  Offerors are highly encouraged to examine the RFP carefully to discern all changes.
· Added LASER Crosswalk (Attachment 1a) and made changes to Cost Forms to incorporate estimates associated with the migration of LASER efforts
· Replaced Attachment IV titled “Table of Estimated Direct Labor Hours for Base Mission Support & Historical Subject Matter Expert Listing” with updated information
· Clarified Proposal Instructions

· Additional EMIS information added to SOW Section 3.2
· Added Attachment 3 to the SOW which includes information regarding the EMIS file requirements and sample query outputs
· NASA will provide on-site office space, furniture and utilities for up to 5 people during the Phase-In period.  See Section L.16(4)c
· Made revisions to Organizational Conflict of Interest requirements in Section H Clauses H.2 and H.3
· Offerors shall complete all placeholders identified by “****” in this solicitation
