Modular Animal Care Facility

The NASA, Kennedy Space Center (KSC) is hereby soliciting information to find interested parties and qualified sources for a modular Animal Care Facility at KSC. The requirements consist of a vivarium that meets the Association for the Assessment and Accreditation of Laboratory Animal Care (AAALAC) International standards as well as Public Health Service Office of Laboratory Animal Welfare (PHS OLAW) policy, and United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Animal Welfare Regulations. 
The vivarium must accommodate the following:

· Barrier facility: HEPA filtered (Class 8;100K) ISO 14644-1:1999 (document effect date August 15th, 1999), clean/dirty corridor system

· Species: rat and mouse
· Caging: supportive of ventilated cage rack systems (NASA purchased)
· Separate housing rooms to support Animal Biosafety Level 2 husbandry and laboratory activities

· Surgical/procedure rooms
· Environmental monitoring (temperature, humidity, air exchange rate, differential pressure, light timers for animal rooms, alarm notification to cell phone and email, data archive capabilities, and remote system access)
· Server/Data Collection Room (located within ACF for environmental monitoring server and associated computer/printer)
· Clean side food refrigerator plus air and surface supply refrigerator and associated cabinetry
· Emergency power for HVAC and all other critical systems/equipment

· Cage wash room (clean and dirty side access): cage rack washer, bulk autoclave, bottle filler, deionized water, deep sinks, hot and cold potable water, supply cabinets, gas bottle use
· Feed: cold room

· Animal receiving room

· Integration room: used for hardware loading

· Bedding staging

· Supply staging: clean and dirty side
· Locker rooms with foyer to accommodate staging of cleanroom supplies (jumpsuits, hat, mask, shoe covers, gloves)
· Security system: access control

· IT: Network access throughout facility for NASA-provided computers as needed
Please advise if this requirement is considered to be commercial or commercial-type product. Commercial item is defined in FAR 2.101.

NASA is seeking capabilities from all interested parties, including Small, Small Disadvantaged, 8(a), Woman-owned, Service Disabled Veteran, and Historically Underutilized Business Zone (HUBZone) businesses. This is not a solicitation announcement. If a solicitation is released it will be synopsized in FedBizOpps and on the NASA Acquisition Internet Service. It is the potential offeror’s responsibility to monitor these sites for the release of any solicitation or synopsis. This sources sought synopsis is for informational and planning purposes only and is not to be construed as a commitment by the Government nor will the Government pay for any information solicited. Since this is a sources sought announcement, no evaluation letters and/or results will be issued to the respondents. Respondents deemed fully qualified will be considered in any resultant solicitation for the requirements. You are requested to provide your capabilities statement response (20-page maximum including attachments) via e-mail to the primary Point of Contact (POC), listed below. To facilitate a prompt review by the NASA team, a one-page summary shall be included with your capability statement(s), which shall identify your company’s specific capabilities that are relevant to these requirements.
