Sole Source Justification
I recommend that NASA, John F. Kennedy Space Center negotiate with QSI Corporation for maintenance and upgrade of our VMWare application.   They are the sole distributors of these products. 
This recommendation is made pursuant to FAR 13.106-1(b), 13.106-3(b)(3)(i), and 6.302-1(c) for the acquisition of supplies or services determined to be reasonably available from only one source.  Competition is impractical for the following reason:

The maintenance agreements covers equipment currently being used by the LCS project and QSI Corporation is the sole distributor of the agreement.  The new items being purchased are the same as being used currently on the project and can only be purchased through QSI Corporation.  The use of another other vendor’s equipment will cause not only an unacceptable time slippage in the schedule due to retraining and reconfiguring CM data and processes, but would incur unacceptable costs.
Per FAR 6.302-1(a)(2)(ii), the substantial duplication of cost to NASA associated with changing products would not be recovered through competition, and would also result in an unacceptably longer procurement time.
