Statement of Work
Desk Mount LED Task Lights

NASA Headquarters is undergoing a complete renovation as a part of its lease renewal.  To provide better lighting at the work surface level and meet USGBC’s LEED ID+C Energy and Atmosphere Perquisite 2 Minimum Energy Performance, NASA HQ seeks to replace the under the cabinet lights with 2125 desk mounted LED task light with a PIR (Passive Infra-Red) sensor. 
 NASA HQS requires a desk mounted task light meeting the following criteria:
· Must be Trade Agreement Act (TAA) compliant.
· Must provide verification of TAA compliancy.

· Must mount to work surface utilizing a clamp versus screw on method.  Do not desire to drill holes in work surface.
· Must be able to relocate light to other parts of work area without removal of work surface.

· Clamp must allow installation of system furniture tack board.

· To achieve maximum energy savings require lowest wattage lamp available to meet requirement.
· PIR sensor must be attached to lamp, prefer one permanently attached.
· LED lamp must not produce a visible colored aura at the edge of the light circle.
· Desire lamp with longest warranty on both lamp and light fixture.
· Must be able to provide working sample light to Government upon request.
