Narrative and DRD information shall be integrated in such a way that information is complementary with a minimum of duplication.

Describe how the proposed prices include all appropriate escalation the Offeror determines necessary to cover its increased costs of performing the contract over time.  Escalation shall be incorporated into the proposed fixed prices to the extent the Offeror believes its prices need to increase to cover its risk that the cost of doing business will increase as time passes. These guidelines do not address all the possible specific skills, or requirements that any one occupation or profession may require.  The Offeror is responsible for acquiring an understanding of the complexities of the work required to successfully meet the JSCPSC requirements.  Accordingly, Offerors must propose the resources required to successfully meet these requirements.  Offerors are allowed to include additional labor categories that do not easily map into the SLCs below, however; the Offeror must provide job descriptions similar to the guidelines provided in this Section.

Government Resource Estimate (GRE)

A Government Resource Estimate (GRE) has been developed for Completion Form and is included below in the Completion Form tables 1 and 1a.  A non-labor resources GRE has also been developed for Completion Form and is included below in table 2.  The GRE is the Government’s estimate of the labor resources (skill mix and full time equivalents) required to perform this effort, without incorporation of any one Offeror’s specific management or technical approach.  The GRE depicts the overall direct labor staffing for the entire completion form PWS and is based on historical usage factors.  The GRE provided below is not intended to influence the Offeror’s proposed estimates; however, it is provided to assist Offerors in determining the general magnitude of this procurement.  Offerors shall develop their own estimates that support their unique proposed management and technical approaches and shall provide supporting rationale in narrative form.

The GRE is not to be considered a Government “plug number.”  The GRE Full Time Equivalent (FTE) estimates include all labor required to perform the entire PWS with the exception of traditional G&A type personnel such as:  sales, human resources, finance, legal, procurement, and corporate executives.

· The vehicle estimate for all contract years includes emergency equipped police vehicles, bikes, vehicle expenses,  fuel, and other related expenses for the JSC location. It also includes in-car audio & video for WSTF/WSC.  

· The weapon estimate for all contract years includes electronic control weapons, range operations, general weapon maintenance & repair, ammunition, and other minor related expenses.   

· The Uniforms estimate for all contract years includes uniforms, body armor, duty gear and other minor related expenses.

Formulas:  All formulas used in the workbooks must be clearly visible in the individual cells and verifiable. The workbooks must contain no macros or hidden cells.

Locks:  The EPM and all its associated workbooks shall not be locked/protected or secured by passwords.

The information in this template shall reconcile to the various other supporting templates in this workbook, including the indirect rates.

b.
Labor Pricing Template – LPT-CF
This template serves to identify all compensated (straight time) productive hours and costs.  It shall support and reconcile to the direct labor hours and costs shown on the contractor’s SPT.  A narrative BOE is required to accompany this template.  The narrative at a minimum shall address methods used to estimate direct labor hours and rates.  There are four steps to completing this template:

1) Enter the percentage retention of the existing workforce per NASA standard labor category in the Incumbent Retention % column.  The Offeror may propose any percentage per labor category that is based upon the proposed management and technical approach required for the performance work statement.


2) Enter your straight-time hours by standard labor category (from Attachment L-3) on the straight-time hours portion of the template.

3) Enter the corresponding direct labor rates for each labor category on the straight-time rates portion of the template.

4) Multiply straight-time hours by the corresponding direct straight time labor rates to compute the straight time labor cost by standard labor category and year.  Document this cost on the straight time cost portion of the SPT-CF.

In addition, any overtime labor cost and/or shift premium cost shall be included at the bottom of this worksheet by labor category and year.  Provide support and a narrative description of the development of each overtime labor rate and shift premium rate proposed.
c.
Overhead Template (OHT)

A separate OHT is required from the prime and each major subcontractor.  This template shall provide insight into the composition of the burden pool for the proposed overhead rates.  A separate template for each of the proposed burden pools is to be completed.  In addition, provide overhead cost history for the prior three years and for the term of the contract.  The basis for projections of overhead shall also be provided and an explanation in support of any significant changes in either expenses or base of application that exist from one year to the next.  In the event the Offeror’s fiscal year and anticipated contract year do not coincide, the Offeror shall complete the rate reconciliation showing how the fiscal year overhead rates result in the proposed overhead rates for each contract year.  The Government does not require or mandate that you propose indirect rate ceilings.  However, if proposed, the template includes an area for overhead ceilings. 

A few cost elements are included on the template that represents the type of cost detail the Government requires visibility into.  If these cost elements are not applicable to any proposed indirect cost pool, leave blank.

d.

G&A Template (GAT)
A separate GAT is required from the prime and each major subcontractor.  This template shall provide insight into the composition of the burden pool for the proposed General and Administrative (G&A) rate.  Identify the estimated G&A expense and explain the method for its calculation.  Provide G&A cost history including the actual expense pool and application base amounts for the prior three years.  The basis for projections of G&A shall also be provided and an explanation in support of any significant changes in either expenses or base of application that exist from one year to the next.  In the event the Offeror’s fiscal year and anticipated contract year do not coincide, the Offeror shall complete the rate reconciliation showing how the fiscal year G&A rate results in the proposed G&A rate for each contract year.  The Government does not require or mandate that you propose indirect rate ceilings.  However, if proposed, the template includes an area for G&A ceilings. 

A few cost elements are included on the template, which represents the type of cost detail the Government requires visibility into.  If these cost elements are not applicable to your proposed G&A cost pool, leave blank.

e.

Phase-In Template (PIT) 

The phase-in template is required of the prime only and is designed to show the total price (include all subcontractor phase-in costs and profit).  This template must be supported by a narrative basis of estimate (BOE).  Include all skills and hours on this template and add rows if needed to account for all labor required.  Use the SLC’s for skill mix if appropriate, or include your labor mix on the template with a brief job description in the narrative.  The BOE should include a discussion of labor skill mix and significant non-labor resources (materials/supplies, equipment, other, etc.) necessary for accomplishment of phase-in requirements.  The phase-in template is to include ALL phase-in costs necessary for full contract implementation.

f.
Subcontractor Arrangement Information Template (SAIT)
This template is required from the prime only, or in the case of a joint venture, then from each member company.  It is required to evaluate the small business primes level of in-house performance of the more complex and costly contract functions.  This template must show the amount of work to be performed by the small business prime and all subcontractors (Reference FAR 52.219-14, Limitation on Subcontracting) based on total proposed price (excluding non-labor resources and profit).

IDIQ WORKBOOK
a. IDIQ Contractor Specific Template (ICST-IDIQ) 

A separate ICST is required for each contract year of the effort from the prime and each major subcontractor.  This template is provided so that each Offeror may show how they arrived at their individually proposed fully burdened rates.  
The first two columns address the Offeror’s direct labor categories and the Contract Standard Labor Categories.  
The Usage Column is provided so that the Offeror may weigh the proposed direct labor per the Offeror’s labor categories.  The usage percentage must total to 100% for each SLC.  In addition the Base Labor Rate Column is provided so that the Offeror may provide the average direct labor cost for each Standard Labor Categories (SLC) while simultaneously mapping the Offeror’s job categories into the SLC’s.  For example, assume that for the contract SLC “Warehouse Specialist I,” you have three contractor specific categories that map into this category.  The three categories are “SLC - Mid” at $56.00/hr, “SLC – Senior” at $72.00 and “SLC - Specialist” at $80.00/hr.  The Offeror (prime or sub) also assumes that its specific labor category will be utilized 50%, 30% and 20%, respectively.  Then the rates that should show up as the consolidated SLC rate for this specific category is derived as follows:  ($56.00/hr * 50%) + ($72.00/hr * 30%) + ($80.00/hr * 20%) = $65.60.  Note that this is simply an example and it may not capture all possibilities.  Each Offeror is required to provide their proposed direct labor rates for each SLC for Contract Years 1-5.

This template may have blanks since it is possible for the prime or any one subcontractor to be proposing on only certain standard labor categories.

IDIQ Summary Price Template (ISPT)

This template calculates a total price to the Government for IDIQ work that could result from each Offeror’s unique IDIQ unit prices.  The ISPT prescribes the specific amount of IDIQ service to be priced consistently by all Offerors to ensure the Government’s fair and consistent evaluation of the value to the Government associated each Offeror’s unique IDIQ unit prices.  Although the level of IDIQ services to be priced in the ISPT was established by the Government in consideration of potential future requirements and historical experience, it remains an estimated level of service to be used for proposal evaluation purposes only and shall not be construed in any way as a commitment by the Government to place future IDIQ orders beyond the minimum IDIQ.
