 Please confirm that the awarded contract is a 

five year IDIQ contract term, per Section F.1, , 

without a base period and option periods. 

 

Refer to the response provided to question 4 of 

CISTO-SCTS Question Set #9, posted on May 

11, 2012. 

 

The basic contract requirement refers to the 

services and supplies being acquired under the 

resultant contract. “Each option” is listed in the 

event that contract options were to be included 

in this contract; however options are not being 

requested for this requirement. 

 

The resultant contract of this solicitation is an 

IDIQ contract with an effective ordering period 

of five (5) years from the contract effective 

date as stated in F.1 EFFECTIVE ORDERING 

PERIOD – TASK ORDERS.
