The NASA Goddard Space Flight Center Procurement Division (Code 210.S) on behalf of the Goddard Office of the Chief Information Officer (OCIO) is soliciting a quotation for the Data Cloud Pilot Project.  This procurement is issued under The Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 637), the Veterans Benefit Act of 2003 (15 U.S.C. 657f), FAR 19.1405 (Service-disabled Veteran-owned Small Business Set-aside Procedures) and in accordance with the format under FAR Subpart 12.6 – “Streamlined Procedures for Evaluation and Solicitation for Commercial Items.”
The solicitation document and incorporated provisions and clauses are those in effect through Federal Acquisition Circular 2005-54.
This is a total service-disabled, veteran-owned small business set-aside (FAR 52.219-27) procurement on a Firm-Firm Fixed-Price (FFP) basis.  

The procurement is for the development and implementation of a unique science Data Cloud Environment, leveraging existing NASA cloud infrastructure to pilot and stand up an optimized environment to harness and leverage science data and perform experiments to define future capabilities. 
All responsible sources may submit a quotation which, if timely received, will be considered by the Agency.  
The period of performance is for 90 days.  It is anticipated that the performance will begin in February 2012.

QUOTATION CONTENTS

The contractor may provide a quotation as long as it meets the Government’s minimum solicited technical standards of this Request for Quotations and the attached Performance Work Statement.  

Quotations shall comply with or clearly state, at a minimum, the following information: 

(1)  Open Market or GSA Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) pricing.  Quotations should state “open market” or should reference the applicable GSA/FSS number.
(2)  Expiration date of quoted and submitted prices.  

(3)  Contractor’s Federal Tax I.D., CAGE code, and DUNS number.

(4)  Payment Terms will be Net 30 unless stated differently on the quote.

FORMAT OF QUOTATION

Addendum to FAR 52.212-1 & -2:

Offeror shall submit a separate Technical and Price Quotation.  The Technical Quotation shall not contain pricing information.  The Technical Quotation includes the Offeror’s Technical Understanding and Approach, as well as Personnel Qualifications, Project Management Capability and Experience. The Technical Quotation is limited to 25 pages, but the personnel resumes and past performance information are excluded from the page count. 


Factor 1.  Technical Approach

The Offeror shall demonstrate expertise and substantiate it through identifying directly applicable previous experience with all aspects of Data Cloud Services, including Big Data, web services integration with cloud infrastructures, data migration and ETL, front-end data visualization and data analytics.
The Government will evaluate if the Offeror demonstrates a thorough understanding of the proposed work through their submitted Technical Quotation concerning the technical GSFC OCIO requirements and how well the technical approach meets the objectives and performance requirements of the SOW.
Project Management Capability:

Offeror shall demonstrate experience in efficiently working with large Federal agencies in managing and executing complex coordinated projects.
The Government will evaluate how well the Offeror performed Project Management with large Federal agencies in the management and execution of complex coordinated projects.
Personnel Qualifications:
Offeror shall demonstrate expertise in advanced analytics, enterprise search, web development, and geospatial data integration.  Skills and Certifications to include:
· Advanced Analytic Tool Development with Palantir & Analyst Notebook
· Ruby on Rails, Java, C#, and C/C++ applications optimized for managed virtual environments
· Cloud Development partnered with Engine Yard PAAS provider (LMN and Engine Yard)
· Certified Agile & Scrum experts
· Cloud deployments (EC2, Google, and more)
· Automated testing & security integrated for public and private cloud solutions
· Proven strategies for electronic data management, cloud computing, data center consolidation, and content discovery

Offeror shall identify key personnel positions and the names of key personnel (providing resumes) and the methods to be used to fill any other personnel positions with qualified and experienced technical personnel during testing events throughout the contract period.   Offeror shall describe technical qualifications, currency of skills, and required experience of key personnel and the correlation of key personnel to the work requirements; estimated labor hours for each task and/or subtask in the SOW; and total estimated hours proposed for each labor category.  

The contractor shall provide resume(s) for all key personnel.
The Government will evaluate how well the proposed positions, personnel and their skills meet the Personnel Qualifications requirements.  
Factor 2.  Past Performance

Offeror shall submit a listing of relevant past contracts pertaining to its experience over the past three (3) years in performing like services as described in the SOW.  The list shall contain the contract number, dollar value, description of project, Government points of contact (name, address, telephone number, and email address), and cite any challenges encountered and overcome.  The Past Performance Questionnaire shall be sent by the Offeror to their customers to allow for sufficient time for completion and forwarding directly back to the Contracting Officer and Contract Specialist by the due date.  This factor has no page limit.  

The Government will evaluate whether the Offeror and/or proposed personnel (if applicable) demonstrate a successful performance history in meeting and managing the same or similar technical requirements.  The Government may use information other than that provided by the Offeror in its evaluation of past performance.  The Past Performance Questionnaire is a method of collecting this information to include personal knowledge as well as other references.  In the case of an Offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, the Offeror will receive a "neutral" rating and will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably for past performance. References may be public or private, but the focus should be Federal customers.
The Government will evaluate if the Offeror demonstrates a successful performance history on technical requirements of the same size and scope.  

Factor 3.  Price/Cost

Offeror shall submit a proposed price for each task and/or subtask in their submitted technical quotation, list the labor category, the number of hours for the labor category, the burdened hourly rate, and the total labor cost for each task and/or subtask, which shall correlate to the estimated labor hours proposed in Factor 1.  Proposed prices shall not be more than the prices offered to the general public for the same labor category.  Offeror shall clearly identify firm labor prices by labor category for each option period. 

Other Direct Costs, if required, shall be identified and supported by a breakout to include identification of the cost element and the rationale. General and Administrative (G&A) and Overhead (OH) rates shall not be separately priced. 

The Government may conduct price analysis by comparing the fixed-price hourly rates offered to commercial prices for similar services, and historical data obtained from other Government agencies to determine the proposed price is fair and reasonable or any other method of determining price reasonableness.
For Other Direct Costs, the Government will access the Offeror’s proposed costs and the rationale for those costs, and the Government determines whether these costs are reasonable for the effort.
In order to provide the Offeror with an understanding of the value assigned by the government, the following adjectival ratings will be used:
Evaluation Standards for Factors:
Exceptional overall proposal – Proposal substantially exceeds several of the qualifications, experience, and statement of work requirements. There are no deficiencies and the proposal has only a few, if any, minor weaknesses.
Good overall proposal – Exceeds some of the qualifications, experience and statement of work requirements. No deficiencies but have some minor weaknesses and or very significant weaknesses.
Acceptable proposal – Meets qualifications, experience, and statement of work requirements. No deficiencies but may contain several weaknesses.
Marginal overall proposal – Barely meets minimum qualifications and experience but contains several weaknesses, and/or some very minor deficiencies. Lack of information, responds to solicitation requirements but fails to provide adequate information.
Unacceptable proposal – Fails to meet any one of the minimum qualifications and experience requirements. Does not exhibit an adequate understanding of the requirements. Contains major deficiencies and/or a number of significant weaknesses. Fails to respond to solicitation requirements.

Definitions:

Strength: A significant outstanding or exceptional aspect of a proposal that exceeds the minimum evaluation standard.
Significant Strength: An outstanding or exceptional aspect of a proposal that appreciably increases the Government’s confidence in the Offerors ability to successfully perform contract requirements.
Weakness: A flaw in the proposal that decreases the Governments confidence in the Offerors ability to successfully perform contract requirements.
Significant Weakness: A proposal flaw that appreciably increases the chance of unsuccessful performance.
Deficiency: An aspect of the proposal that fails to satisfy the Government’s minimum requirements or a combination of significant weaknesses in a proposal that raises the risk of unsuccessful contract performance to an acceptable level.

AWARD  

Technical Approach is more important than Past Performance. Technical Approach and Past Performance when combined, are more important than Price. Award will be made on a best value basis to the Offeror that provides the best combination of all factors.  The resulting effort will be a Firm-Fixed-Price (FFP) contract issued under FAR parts 12 & 19.14.

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

i. Technical Approach
ii. Past Performance

iii. Price/Cost

Technical Understanding and Approach and Past Performance are  more important than Price/Cost.
(b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

(c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

If this contract is completely or partially terminated, the records relating to the work terminated shall be made available for 3 years after any resulting final termination settlement. Records relating to appeals under the disputes clause or to litigation or the settlement of claims arising under or relating to this contract shall be made available until such appeals, litigation, or claims are finally resolved. 

(3) As used in this clause, records include books, documents, accounting procedures and practices, and other data, regardless of type and regardless of form. This does not require the Contractor to create or maintain any record that the Contractor does not maintain in the ordinary course of business or pursuant to a provision of law. 

(e)(1) Notwithstanding the requirements of the clauses in paragraphs (a), (b), (c), and (d) of this clause, the Contractor is not required to flow down any FAR clause, other than those in this paragraph (e)(1) in a subcontract for commercial items. Unless otherwise indicated below, the extent of the flow down shall be as required by the clause—
