PICK UP BIDDERS AT MAIN GATE PARKING LOT
PROCEED TO BLDG. 8 BRIEFING CENTER

AFTER PRESENTATIONS BY CO, Tour Guide will review Packet Material, BEGIN BUS TOUR

Bldg. 21 Annex – (Exit Bus at Door Near Rm 1) Room 1 LTID Division Office Suite is where the COTR Gail Starcher has her office.  Walk through hall to the junction near the restrooms, point out the recycled containers for glass, plastic, and aluminum.  Bidders are not responsible for them and that they are not part of this contract.  Enter Warehouse and stop at the Recycling Containers for paper and cardboard.  Some buildings have containers on the second floor when there is a lift or elevator in the building.  If no lift or elevator in the building, then containers will be located only on first floor.  Some buildings have basements, same lift restrictions apply.  Walk through Warehouse, back towards bus.  Point out the file cabinets outside of Rm 2 where the key to Gate 219 Storage area is located and paperwork will be picked up and dropped off.  Before getting back on the bus, point out the exterior cardboard recycling dumpster.

PROCEED DOWN TAYLOR ROAD TOWARDS SOUTH AREA

Bldg. 15 Cafeteria – The Main Cafeteria is located in this building.  There is a cardboard recycling bin and paper recycling bins in the Receiving Area in the back of the building, along with a cardboard dumpster outside (NW corner of bldg.) for overflow.

Bldg. 50 – This is the building where GRC fabricated the rocket segments used in the ARES-1X launch vehicle which was test launched two years ago at Kennedy Space Center.  This building, along with the next large building, number 49, generates a large amount of brass, stainless steel, and other high end metals.  Pick up is scheduled on an IDIQ basis.
Bldg. 49 - On the left, is where we test materials for use in space vehicles or engines.  Most buildings are a mix of office space and test laboratories.  However, some are dedicated to one or the other.
South Area – (Stop by Truck Scale) There are two truck scales at the Center, either one may be used to weigh out.  The one in the South Area may be easier for the trucks to use. There is another scale near the Main Gate which we will see on our way back to the parking lot at the end of the tour.  The Main Gate scale is on the truck inspection loop which Security uses and traffic might back up at that scale.  This Gated Area is where the Recycling Truck will pick up items which have been collected.  These items include scrap metal, wood, solid waste, plastic/glass bottles, and landscaping materials.  There is also a dumpster by Bldg. 215 for street sweepings and a copper wire dumpster inside Gate 10 (located behind Bldg. 215).  At various points throughout the center, wood for recycling will be stacked next to the exterior trash dumpsters.  It is up to the contractor to collect this material each week and place in the large dumpster at Gate 219.

LEAVE SOUTH AREA AND PROCEED ON WALCOTT ROAD TO WEST AREA ROAD

Bldg. 86 – The 10X10 foot supersonic wind tunnel complex

Bldg. 35 – The Research Combustion Lab is where tests are conducted on various engines and fuels for space.

Bldg. 142 – The Research Analysis Center or RAC Bldg. contains the computer services offices for the Center, as well as the Library and Records Management Office.

GO TO WEST AREA AND STOP AT PICNIC GROUNDS/FITNESS FACILITY
Bldg. 333 – The Power Systems Facility was originally constructed for use in testing components for the space station.  It has a large clean room certified high bay area for this purpose.

Bldg. 341 & 342 – This is the parking lot for the Lewis Little Folks Daycare Center, the Fitness Facility, and the Picnic Grounds.  OAI and Aerospace Parkway (Lockheed and Analex) are currently the only off-site building where recyclables need to be picked up.  The Truck may use the West Gate to leave and enter the center for purposes of performing that pick up (but not for initially entering or leaving the center at the end of the pick-up).  The only time the West Gate would be used for entering and leaving the center would be in the event that the Main Gate was closed.  The Picnic Facility is operational during the summer months (May through October).  Trash pickups will be required during that time.
LEAVE WEST GATE AREA
DRIVE THROUGH THE GUERIN HOUSE AREA

Bldg. 304 - Management Conference Center (Guerin House) – This is used for meetings and conferences.  There are no recycle containers only one external trash dumpster.
HEAD BACK TO MAIN PART OF CENTER
PROCEED ACROSS WALCOTT ROAD ONTO K ROAD
Bldg. 150 - Across the street at the top of the hill, you can see the dome which houses the Aeroacoustic Propulsion Test Facility.  This is where Glenn conducts noise tests on full scale engines.

Bldg. 54 – 8X6-foot and 9X15-foot wind tunnels are contained within the solid walls on our right.  There is a courtyard within the walls where the recycling containers are located.  Point out entrances to courtyard.  (Continue around 8X6 to the courtyard entrance under the tunnel)  If this is open then the truck can enter through this drive.  If any of the roads are blocked or entrances to a building are locked, do not proceed beyond the barriers.  Contact the COTR for further instructions.  If the area or road is going to be off-limits for a significant period of time, alternative means of getting the recycling containers will be found and contractor notified.  
LEAVE 8X6 COMPLEX AND RETURN TO WALCOTT ROAD TOWARDS MAIN GATE
Bldg. 60 – This is where the CO’s office is located.
Bldg. 4 – The hangar houses Glenn’s aircraft and is used for large assemblies of employees or visitors.
Bldg. 3 – The center’s Administration Building.  There are paper and cardboard recycling containers but no trash dumpster.

LEAVE CENTER THROUGH MAIN GATE AND FOLLOW THE TRUCK SCALE LOOP BACK TO THE MAIN GATE PARKING AREA.
Final Notes:  Construction work is going on across the Center, note that roads may close and building entrances might be changed with little notice.  When notified that construction will begin, the contractor may be required to re-locate trash and/or scrap metal dumpsters temporarily until construction is completed.  The COTR will work with the contractor to find a way to get to the recycling containers which might be located in these areas.  
Remind Bidders to write down any questions they have so that they can be submitted for official answers from the CO, oral answers will not be considered valid.  Questions must be to CO by 5/2/2012.
