REQUEST FOR INFORMATION FOR PRESENTATION COACHING

NASA Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) is issuing this Request for Information (RFI) for its upcoming requirements. These requirements encompass the scope of work supporting the Office of Communications (OC).  This invitation for presentation coaching is for soliciting responses from interested parties. 

The scope of the work entails understanding NASA programs and the topics relevant to NASA to enable them to provide presentation coaching and social media seminars to a diverse group of people (managers, project scientists and engineers) across NASA organizations and programs.  

The presentation coaching and social media facilitator requirements include the following:

1. The facilitator shall equip the audience with a firm knowledge of the objectives and techniques of presentations to enable them to effectively communicate information on NASA programs to the public.  

2. The vendor (trainer) should know NASA language to enable them to teach NASA managers, scientists and engineers how to translate complicated technical information to a general audience.

3. Social Media: We are interested in people working with our scientists and engineers to provide seminars focused on social media. Are scientists are often asked to tweet and Facebook responses. Distinguish between NASA answer and personal opinion.
4. In addition, many of our scientists and engineers do much more than communicate with the media.  They give talks to the general public, conduct tours and presentations.  We are looking for communication coaches that can help our scientist translate technical information in interesting and engaging ways.  We want our scientist and engineers to become better communicators of their work, to others outside to scientist/engineering community. 
GSFC anticipates a (single or multi- need to be determined) award blanket purchase agreement to cover current and emerging Media Topics to meet specific training requirements.

When providing a response with regard to these draft requirements, please keep in mind that the Government has not made a final decision on the number of contracts or set-aside status for these efforts. 

Your responses should include comments on the following:

· The number and type of contracts that optimally address these requirements, including, but not limited to set-aside status, contract type, and contract vehicle, etc.;

· Technically acceptable lead-times for issuing a BPA Call;

· Challenges of meeting the presentation coaching requirements;

· Additional competencies and capabilities of a facilitator trained in presentation coaching and social media
· Number of days/sessions to cover presentation coaching
Capability Statement submissions are optional.  To meet the above requirement, please provide feedback of five (5) pages or less, electronically submitted in portable document format (.pdf) to the email address noted below. Responses must include the following: name and address of firm, size of business; and number of employees; company’s socio-economic status; number of years in business; affiliate information: parent company, and point of contact - address and phone number.
