The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC), is hereby issuing the final RFP for qualified firms that meet the classification described below for the MPIC acquisition. The RFP is to provide support to the Multi-Purpose Crew Vehicle (MPCV) Program Office at NASA Johnson Space Center (JSC) in Houston, Texas.  The successful Offeror will provide 1) products and professional services to the Program Planning and Control Office, 2) systems engineering and integration services to the Vehicle Integration Office and the Crew and Service Module Office, and to the Test and Verification function performed by multiple Offices, and 3) product support to the Communication and Education Outreach Office.  
The MPIC procurement is a total Small Business Set-aside and has been assigned North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code 541712- Research and Development in the Physical, Engineering, and Life Sciences.

The following information should be considered in proposals preparation. 
ACQUISITION STRUCTURE
The MPIC acquisition will be conducted as a Streamlined Procurement resulting in a single award Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) type contract.  Authorization to perform work under the MPIC contract will be through the issuance of Cost-Plus-Fixed-Fee (CPFF) task orders (TOs).

The Government anticipates a 4 ½ year period of performance comprised of 2 ½ year base period and two-1 year options. The phase-in period will be 31 days.

NASA plans to award IDIQ TOs in accordance with NFS 1852.216-80 Task Ordering Procedure to fulfill the annual requirements.  The Task Order requirements shall be priced utilizing the labor categories and proposed rates in Section B, Clause B.7 RATE TABLE FOR PRICING TASK ORDERS.

The MPIC acquisition may give rise to an organizational conflict of interest. Therefore, Offerors must submit an acceptable mitigation plan in accordance with DRD MPIC-PM-05 entitled “Organizational Conflict of Interest Avoidance Plan” and accept a reasonable limitation on future contracting in accordance with NFS clause 1852.209-71, H.2 LIMITATION OF FUTURE CONTRACTING, to be eligible for award.

Proposals that arrive after the prescribed time for receipt of proposals will be considered late and treated in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors-Competitive Acquisitions.”
Offerors are required to submit Attachment J-11, DD Form 254 Contract Security Classification Specification with proposals to initiate the Security Clearance process as needed.
