Questions and Answers from Property Management/JB3/Mike Puryear’s Presentation at the SMAEC Preproposal Conference on September 10, 2012


1) What is the significance of the date June 2007?

a) A FAR revision was released enacting major changes in the control of Government property by the Contractor.

2) What is APP and will you have any on this contract?

a) Agency Peculiar Property – Government owned personal (not real) property that is peculiar to the mission of one agency.  It excludes Government material, special test equipment, special tooling, and facilities (real property and plant equipment).

b) There will not be any APP on this contract.  The property classification of APP was eliminated with the FAR release of June 2007.

3) What are “voluntary consensus standards”?

Voluntary consensus standards [FAR 52.245-1(b)(1) (June 2007] refers to common and repeated use of rules, conditions, guidelines or characteristics for products, or related processes and production methods and related management systems.  VCSs are developed or adopted by domestic and international voluntary consensus standard making bodies (such as ISO or ASTM).  Contractors are required to specify which VCSs they intend to use IAW NASA FAR Supplement 1852.245-80(a) (Jan 2011). 

4) What does “Relief of stewardship” refer to and how would it be reflected on your annual NASA 1018 report?

a) Relief of stewardship refers to the various methods a contractor may use to dispose of Government property such as transfer of accountability off the contract, incorporation into a higher assembly, loss, etc.  

b) Relief of stewardship would be reflected in the “Deletions” column of your annual NASA Form 1018 report.
5) Is there a difference between Installation Accountable Government Property (as addressed in NFS 1852.245-71) and Government Furnished Property (in 1852.245-76) and what is the impact on the Contractor? 

a) Property supplied to the Contractor IAW NFS 1852.245-71 is Installation Accountable Government Property that is provided for use on site at no charge to the Contractor and managed and controlled IAW NASA and JSC procedures by JSC.  The Contractor would not report this property on their annual NASA Form 1018 Report.  JSC is accountable for this property.

b) Property supplied to the Contractor IAW NFS 1852.245-76 Government Furnished Property is provided for use off site at no charge to the Contractor and must be controlled and managed by the Contractor IAW FAR 52.245-1.  This property would be reported on the Contractor’s annual NASA Form 1018 Report.  The Contractor’s Property Management Plan and procedures would be applicable to this property.  The Contractor is accountable for this property.  

6) Is there a difference between transfer of accountability and transfer of responsibility and what is the impact on the Contractor?
a) Any property supplied to the Contractor as a Transfer of Accountability must be controlled by the Contractor the same as Government Furnished Property above (see # 5, b).  It would be reported on the Contractor’s annual NASA Form 1018 Report as an “Addition”.   The Contractor should put “transfer of accountability” on any shipping document shipping Government property off of the contract, as applicable.
b) Any property supplied to the Contractor as Transfer of Responsibility would be controlled by the Contractor the same as Government Furnished Property above, but the Contractor would not report that property on their annual NASA Form 1018 Report since they are not accountable.  A contractor must be accountable for Government property to include it on their NASA Form 1018 Report.  Such property would be a “loan” to the Contractor to perform a particular function/activity and return that property to the originator.   The Contractor should put “transfer of responsibility” on any shipping document shipping Government property temporarily off of the contract, as applicable.

7) True or False?  The only expenses you must include in establishing the unit acquisition cost of purchased or fabricated property are direct material and direct labor costs.

False.  IAW NFS 1845.7101-3, unit acquisition cost shall include all costs incurred to bring the property to a form and location suitable for its intended use.  Types of cost to be included are transportation charges, handling and storage charges, direct and indirect labor, legal and recording fees, engineering services for design, etc.
8) True or False?  The term “property” includes both materials and equipment regardless of unit acquisition cost?

True.  In the Government property management vernacular “property” includes all materials [as defined in FAR 52.245-1(a)] and all equipment (special tooling, special test equipment, and equipment) regardless of unit cost.

9) True or False?  There is no minimum dollar threshold in regard to reporting and managing NASA property.

True.  The Contractor must manage and account for all Government property regardless of unit acquisition cost IAW their contract and their approved Property Management Plan.
10) True or False?  There are 11 property management “outcomes” that must be achieved when controlling Government property.

a) True.  

b) IAW the FAR (June 2007 and subsequent releases except April 2012) the outcomes are:

i) Property Management

ii) Acquisition of Property

iii) Receipt of Government Property

iv) Records of Government Property

v) Physical Inventory

vi) Subcontractor Control

vii) Reports

viii) Relief of Stewardship

ix) Utilizing Government Property

x) Maintenance

xi) Property Closeout
11) True or False?  There is no difference between transfer of accountability and transfer of responsibility.

False.  See # 6 above.
12) True or False?  There is no experience needed to perform property management and anyone can do it successfully!
