a) Answer the following question(s) received in response to the solicitation:

Q1:  In regards to the Reference Material – Statement of Work 3.5; we have access to DC-8 manuals to support our fleet, however, since we do not own N817NA, we do not have access to custom Boeing manuals to support your aircraft. If awarded, will NASA provide the necessary reference materials, such as customized Aircraft Maintenance Manual (AMM), Aircraft Wiring Diagram Manual (WDM), Structural Repair Manual (SRM), Illustrated Parts Catalog (IPC), and Service Bulletins (SB’s) etc.?

A:
Yes.  Although most (if not all) of the work to be performed shall be in compliance with the basic 60 and 70 series manuals and wiring diagrams.  NASA (as the aircraft owner) will provide any required non-standard documents on an as needed basis.

Q2:  Regarding the Reseal of the Fuel Tanks, this can be quite a costly job.  Have you consider some alternative options, such as: 
• Targeting known chronic fuel leak areas (e.g. pylon attach areas, aileron attach fittings, certain doublers, etc...)

• Accomplishing a high level fuel leak test, negative & positive leak checks, and reseal those areas that leak

• Aquamize & reseal only the lower wing skin and front & rear spars. Upper wing skin normally does not leak

A:
An alternate process/methodology for resealing the fuel tanks maybe proposed.  Any alternate process/methodology proposed shall be in compliance with FAA requirements and be recognized as a generally accepted commercial aviation practice.

Q3:  The worskcope requires the wing/flaps/engine nacelles to be stripped before the inspection and maintenance of the aircraft, and then repainted later.  Since the aircraft is being painted in another facility, could this strip be accomplished after the maintenance event?

A:
Yes. 

Q4:  Does the aircraft have digital or analog fuel quantity indicating system?  Reason to ask is that there is a card that indicates "N/A" step if the system is digital.

A:
The NASA DC-8 has an analog fuel quantity indicating system.

Q5:  Is there any data, drawings, etc... for the main deck supplemental insulation (crown) (we have a sample)

A:
No.  Utilize the existing blanket(s) as a pattern and use only approved FAA materials for the upgrade. 

Q6:  Will the replacement gear have wiring installed?

A:
Yes.

Q7:  Just to confirm, your expectation is that the non-routine will be Time & Material, correct?

A:
The non-routine (Over & Above) will be approved through the O&A work order process (see contract Terms & Conditions).  The work orders will be documented, proposed, reviewed (by the NASA maintenance representative), and approved as individual fixed-price efforts.  Upon completion of the Heavy C Check (or monthly), a work order log of approved O&A actions will be tallied and submitted by the Contractor, the log will be verified and validated by the Government, and a definitization modification will be issued for payment purposes by the Contracting Officer.

Q8:  Would it be possible for us to get a document that shows a breakdown of the zones of the aircraft?

A:
