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1.  Legal form of Consortium- What is NASA's intended or preferred "legal form" of the consortium? Will it be an independent non-profit corporation or a consortium subject to the definition of a government-industry agreement? 
It is anticipated to be the latter, a consortium subject to the definition of a government-industry agreement.
2. Relevant Legal Authority- What is NASA's intended or preferred "statutory authority" to guide the consortium formation and agreement? Will the legal authority be "FAR based" or one of the cooperative authorities intended for public/private partnerships?  
The authority will be the Space Act.
3. Intellectual Property- What is NASA's intended or preferred "intellectual property" policy relative to the consortium agreement? What IP rights, if any, does NASA need from those generated jointly by the consortium members?  
This will be addressed during the negotiation of the Articles of Collaboration.
4. Governance- What is NASA's intended to preferred governance structure for the consortium? What does NASA intend for its voting or non-voting role in the consortium governance?  
This will be addressed during the negotiation of the Articles of Collaboration.  NASA anticipates being a voting member of the Advanced Composites Consortium (ACC).
5. Systems Integration and/or Assurance- Does NASA intend or prefer to have a systems integration and/or assurance function for the consortium? 
This will be dealt with by the ACC once it is formed.
6. Management- How does NASA intend or prefer the consortium to be managed?  
This will be addressed during the negotiation of the Articles of Collaboration.

7. Financial Capacity- Given the requirement for cost-sharing, what is NASA's estimated range of minimum and maximum dollar amount of cost-sharing per organization?  
As stated previously, NASA’s goal for cost-sharing is 50%-50%.  NASA views cost sharing on a task-by-task basis, rather than on the dollar amount per individual entity on a particular task.  Thus, if more than one entity is engaged in a particular task, whether each entity contributes in the same proportion as other entities is a matter to be determined at that time, but NASA expects the private entity contribution in the aggregate to be approximately 50%.
Partner Meetings- Who or what organization will run the meetings between NASA and the partners?  
Following agreement on the Articles of Collaboration, this will be the responsibility of the integrator chosen by the ACC.  
8. NASA Role- What functional roles does NASA intend or prefer to maintain exclusively to the Agency?  
NASA intends to retain discretion as to whether it will apply funding for a particular activity the Consortium elects to fund.  NASA intends to participate as a full voting and contributing member of the ACC, subject to reserving the right not to fund or participate in a specific activity.
9. NIA Role- What functional roles does NASA intend or prefer under its existing partnership with the National Institute of Aerospace (NIA)? 
NASA has made no determination as to NIA’s functional role in the ACC.
10. Process to Decide Integrator- Who will run the process and by what rules to choose the integrator? 
 This will be addressed during the negotiation of the Articles of Collaboration.
