1. Q:  Does the 20 double-sided sheet limitation include the cover letter and the SF330 Part II, or can these be in addition to the 20 sheets allowed? 

R:  The cover page and cover letter does not count towards the page count. The 20 page count double-sided is for Part I and Part ll.

2. Q: This requirement states that it has a SMALL BUSINESS SIZE STANDARD of $7M.  Would the Government consider moving this to a NAICS code with a higher size standard ($14M)? 

R:  We agreed on keeping the NAICS code as the current one.

3. Q:   Since the advertised procurement indicates that one of the primary services required is conceptual engineering studies and final designs as well as civil, structural mechanical and electrical engineering, we respectfully request that NASA consider soliciting one or more of the contracts under the small business engineering NAICS code, 541330 with a $14M size standard, rather than or in addition to the architectural NAICS 541310 with a size limitation of $7M.  This would not only allow firms who focus on supporting NASA’s engineering mission to compete but also allow for increased competition to NASA. 

R:  We agreed on keeping the NAICS code as the current one. Contracts being procured under the subject solicitation are needed to support the design of industrial and commercial buildings, structures, and infrastructure.  The industry that comprises NAICS code 541310 more closely aligns with these requirements than the industry that comprises 541330.

4. Q:  Will NASA accept legal size pages for charts? 

R:  No, 8 ½ X 11 pages only.

5. Q:  Is there a locational preference for the prime and/or subcontractors or will the demonstrated capability to work throughout the US and overseas be equal to an OH location?

R:  Locational preference means proximity to Glenn Research Center.

6. Q:  Given the Q&A period and holidays, will the deadline of January 21, 2014 be extended?

R:  It is not anticipated to extend the SF-330 deadline date at this time.

7. Q: At your facility, we are wondering about the scope of the cryogenic work anticipated. 

R: No specific project requirements identified yet.

8. Q: Is it intended the SF-330 Section H evaluation criteria section “Staff Qualifications” take the place of SF-330 Section E (Resumes) 

R:  No. please follow the SF-330 Instructions.

9. Q:  Does the 20 double-sided sheet limitation include the cover letter and the SF330 Part II, or can these be in addition to the 20 sheets allowed? 

R:  The cover page and cover letter does not count towards the page count. The 20 page count double-sided is for Part I and Part ll.

10. Q:  Statement in A&E Services Synopsis dated December 19, 2013 states: “FONT SIZE will be at least 10 pitch on white letter-sized paper (8-1/2 inches by 11 inches), limited to 20 double-sided sheets, stapled, fastened or bound.” Does 20 page double sided limit applies to both SF 330 Part I, & II or it is just for Section “H”. Can single page count be 40 sheet or has to be a double sided.

R:  The cover page and cover letter does not count towards the page count. The 20 page count double-sided is for Part I and Part ll. 20 double-sided pages equals 40 single-sided.

11. Q:  We intend to submit for the above project and we were wondering if there is a Federal 330 form that is required or is the State of Ohio 330 form also acceptable.
