A&E Services Synopsis 
December 19, 2013
This is a notice for firms to furnish Architectural and Engineering (A/E) Services in support of the NASA Glenn Research Center (GRC), Lewis Field, Cleveland, Ohio, and Plum Brook Station, Sandusky, Ohio, as well as other NASA locations Agency wide. These contracts will be available for Agency use. The information contained within this synopsis supersedes the pre-solicitation document information, note change in contract value. These services are required for projects to rehabilitate, repair, construct, modify, or demolish research and institutional facilities including test cells, laboratories, buildings, electrical systems, mechanical systems, pavements and roads, and utility systems.  The project size will typically be in the range of $500,000 to $10,000,000 in estimated construction cost.  These projects will be issued to selected firms/teams on an Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) task-order basis.
NASA GRC intends to award four (4) Firm-Fixed-Price Architect-Engineer (A-E) Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) Contracts. The A-E IDIQ contract will be established for an ordering period of five (5) years. A one-time minimum guaranteed amount for the contract is $1,000.00; and a cumulative $10 Million ceiling will apply for the duration of the contract. The Government reserves the right to award up to $5,000,000 on any single task. The Government anticipates that this announcement will result in the award of four contracts, each with a five (5) year base period, no options to provide services to support locations/activities on an Agency wide basis.


THIS IS A 100% SMALL BUSINESS SET-ASIDE.  The North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code is 541310 and $7.0 million in three-year average annual receipts for determining whether or not a business is small. Prospective companies will indicated within their submitted packet if their company is a Small, Small Disadvantaged (SDB), 8(a), Woman-owned (WOSB), Veteran Owned (VOSB), Service Disabled Veteran Owned (SD-VOSB), Historically Underutilized Business Zone (HUBZone) businesses, and Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU)/Minority Institutions (MI).
Required services for projects may include the preparation of conceptual engineering studies and final designs.  Final designs typically include multi-discipline field investigation, engineering and drafting, implementation planning, construction bid documents preparation and cost estimating.  The disciplines required include project management, architectural, civil, structural, mechanical, and electrical engineering.
Engineering project management experience shall include the ability to lead teams (multi-disciplined and cross organizational) and control cost, quality of work and compliance with performance schedules.  Demonstrated cost control for both design and construction is desirable, i.e. clear requirements are defined prior to final design to minimize scope changes, designs support accurate construction estimates that result in bids within budget, and during construction field change orders are minimized.  
Specific expertise shall include architectural building systems, interior design, structures, foundations, pavements,  site development (including landscaping), heating, ventilating and air conditioning, plumbing, fire protection (certified in the state of Ohio), sanitary and storm sewers, natural gas, low and high pressure steam, domestic water, chilled water, cooling tower water, process equipment and piping (including High Pressure Air Systems, Cryogenic Systems and Vacuum Systems), electrical power distribution (including low voltage up to 600 volts and high voltage from 2.4kv to 138kv), controls, lighting, fire and smoke detection, life safety, lightning protection, and grounding.  Some designs will require structural analyses, piping network flow analysis, piping flexibility analysis, electrical short circuit analysis and coordination studies, and hazard analysis.
Specialized services, such as energy modeling, life cycle cost analysis, environmental sampling, design and remediation, security systems design, and logistics system design may periodically be required.  There may also be a need for construction phase services such as engineering analysis, field investigation, review of submittals and shop drawings, response to Requests for Information, response to differing site conditions, review of drawings, specifications and field changes, inspection, preparation of cost estimates and record drawings.
The A/E shall be required to have Leadership in Environmental and Energy Design (LEED) accredited professionals assigned to designated NASA projects to coordinate the LEED process (including assembly of documentation during construction).  Some projects may require the A/E firm to provide a third party commissioning authority.  Designated projects shall require a minimum LEED Silver Certification by the U. S. Green Building Council.  NASA requires that sustainable design principles be incorporated into all projects and may include design of Net Zero Ready buildings.
The A/E shall be required to have internal quality control processes that are utilized during the execution of the above work.  Engineering drawings shall be stamped by a licensed professional engineer or registered architect or can obtain licensure within the state of Ohio or other states as determined by the project location.  Experience in the use of Building Information Modeling (BIM) is desirable.
The services provided are to be conforming to the Brooks Act (PL) 92-582. The selection of a firm is not based upon competitive bidding procedures, but rather the process for A-E firm selection described in Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 36 using the competitive ranking of firms based upon the professional qualifications necessary for the performance of the required services, as more fully set forth in the selection criteria. The competitive ranking will be followed by negotiations with the four (4) most highly ranked firms and continuing to lower ranked firms. If satisfactory terms are not reached with the preferred firm as described in FAR 36.606 the next conforming firm will be contacted for negotiation. The A-E firm must be capable of responding to and working on multiple task orders concurrently. All firms responding to this announcement are cautioned to review FAR 9.5 - Organizational and Consultant Conflicts of interest; and FAR 36.209 - Construction Contracts with Architect-Engineer firms.

The resultant contract will have a five year ordering period. The Government reserves the right to make multiple awards to one or more selected firms.  Future tasks issued under the contract will be firm-fixed price.  Firms shall respond to the following criteria addressing all requirements of this synopsis.  Prospective firms will be evaluated on these criteria in order of importance: 
(1) Past performance of the firm and any subcontracts and consultants as demonstrated by their project portfolio.  Past performance with the Federal Government as well as prior experience having worked together as a team is desirable.

(2) Staff qualifications and experience as demonstrated by individual resumes of key personnel assigned to this contract.


(3) Staffing capacity and flexibility to accomplish the work.


(4) Location of the A/E firm and any subcontracts and consultants.
The above criteria addressing the specialized experience, technical competence and past performance shall be limited to the immediately preceding ten years.  
SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS; To be considered, firms shall submit a Standard Form 330 (SF-330), One Original and One copy clearly marked to be received in this office on or before close of business thirty (30) calendar days after appearance of this announcement (should the date fall on a weekend or holiday the SF-330 will be due the first workday thereafter). Also, one complete electronic copy of all documents, parts I, parts II, and all other submittals labeled properly on CD/DVD (writable). The CD/DVD will not substitute for the hard copy submission. The CD/DVD must be writable and properly formatted before adding documents. Submitting firms are to include the DUNS number along with the name of the firm in Block 5 of the SF 330, Part 1, Section B. FONT SIZE will be at least 10 pitch on white letter-sized paper (8-1/2 inches by 11 inches), limited to 20 double-sided sheets, stapled, fastened or bound. Do NOT furnish design portfolios, prints, magazines, newspaper clippings and/or CDs of completed projects. The Four Evaluation Criteria: Past Performance, Staff Qualifications, Staffing Capacity and Flexibility; and Location shall be addressed in Section H of the SF-330 Form.  THE SF-330 SHALL BE RECEIVED ON OR BEFORE January 21, 2014.  THIS IS NOT A REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL; THIS IS A REQUEST FOR CAPABILITIES. Submissions shall be addressed to Mark A. The Government reserves the right to award this work in separate contracts for the above Architect and Engineering Services to one or more selected A/E firms.  All information relating to this synopsis, including pertinent changes/amendments and information prior to the date set for receipt of AE Qualification Submission will be posted on the following website: https://www.fbo.gov. To be eligible for contract award, a firm must be registered System for Award Management (SAM). Interested offerors must be registered in SAM. To register go to: https://www.sam.gov/portal/public/SAM/. Contractors must provide DUNS number to register. Instructions for registering are on the SAM web page. Firms should be registered well in advance of the closing date for submission of the SF 330 as the process should be expected to take 3 - 5 days.

Provisions of Note 24 apply to this notice except that (a) in the sentence beginning “Selection of firms for negotiations”, the fourth additional consideration listed is changed to read” “(4) past experience, if any, of the firm with respect to performance on contracts with NASA, other Government agencies and private industry”; and (b) in the last sentence, “National Aeronautics and Space Administration” is substituted for “Department of Defense”.
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
