Limiting Sources Justification; FAR 8.405-6, Limiting Sources

I. Description of Requirement 

This acquisition will be conducted under the authority of the Multiple-Award Schedule (MAS) Program FAR 8.405-6(a)(1)(B) Limiting Sources.
I recommend that GRC negotiate only with The Performance Knowledge Group, LLC (TPKG) to place an order against their existing GSA MOBIS contract, GS-10F-0202S, to provide continued strategic management support of the ongoing GRC organizational realignment.
A previous MAS Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) award, NNC12QA24D, to TPKG provided support in the development of a realignment plan.  Said realignment has taken longer than anticipated due to variables beyond the control of the center.  

At this time, the center desires to provide an additional year of facilitation of the strategic realignment.  In anticipation of further possible delays, the order will have an option for a second year of support.  The cost for the initial year is expected to be $109,564.00 with an option for a second year at an additional $109,564.00 for a total potential value of $219,128.00.
II. Statutory Basis for Other Than Full and Open Competition

The statutory authority permitting other than full and open competition is 10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(1), only one responsible source and no other supplies or services will satisfy Agency requirements.  
III. Rationale In Support of Statutory Authority
TPKG was the recipient of a previous sole source award, NNC12QA24D, referencing their unique qualifications in regards to their working knowledge of GRC’s implementation of a strategic re-alignment action plan.  That acquisition did not anticipate the longevity of the effort, which continues.  Given that the effort to strategically realign continues and that they have a unique working knowledge of said effort, as prescribed by FAR 8.405-6(a)(1)(B) …only one source is capable of providing the services required at the level of quality required because the services are unique and highly specialized.  
IV. Description and Results of Market Research
Market Research was not deemed necessary as the services being acquired are very specific to the ongoing strategic alignment effort.  A description of this requirement will not be posted to the NASA Acquisition Internet Service/FedBizOpps per FAR 38.101(e) and FAR 8.404(a), 

8.404 Use of Federal Supply Schedules. 

(a) General. Parts 13 (except 13.303-2(c)(3)), 14, 15, and 19 (except for the requirement at 19.202-1(e)(1)(iii)) do not apply to BPAs or orders placed against Federal Supply Schedules contracts (but see 8.405-5). BPAs and orders placed against a MAS, using the procedures in this subpart, are considered to be issued using full and open competition (see 6.102(d)(3)). Therefore, when establishing a BPA (as authorized by 13.303-2(c)(3)), or placing orders under Federal Supply Schedule contracts using the procedures of 8.405, ordering activities shall not seek competition outside of the Federal Supply Schedules or synopsize the requirement.

V. Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost

The prices for the required services are negotiated contract prices.  The vendor has agreed to fix their prices at the current GSA rates for the full period of the contract including the option period.  Therefore, the prices are considered fair and reasonable.

VI. Actions to Remove or Overcome Barriers to Competition
Being that the original action, order NNC12QA24D, resulted in a very specific task unique to the GRC strategic realignment; it is difficult to overcome the limited sourcing of this follow on action. The work being acquired directly relates to work performed under the previous order.  All work performed under this order will be related to the previous order.  All new work requirements not related to the previous order will be subject to competition.  
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
