DC- 8 Flight Simulator:
1. The Contractor shall furnish one DC-8 flight simulator to be used for DC-8 pilot and flight engineer initial and proficiency training by NASA personnel. An FAA (Federal Aviation Administration) Level B or higher certified DC-8 simulator is required. 
NASA requests a quote for providing the services detailed in paragraphs 1 through 3 below. Contract pricing shall include labor, materials, and equipment costs necessary to complete the noted work.  Regarding the travel noted under paragraph 2, estimate costs based on five travel days in Palmdale, CA (once the travel dates are known then the contractor shall update the travel costs and present to NASA for approval prior to initiating travel)
DC-8 Training & Flight Simulator Usage: (Period of Performance 2/3/2014 – 2/2/2015
1. During periods to be coordinated with the training facility, the Contractor shall provide DC-8 Flight Engineer (FE) initial certification training under Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Part 63 and Part 142 Regulations.

(a) Training for two Flight Engineers (FE)



(1) FE students are experienced military FEs but without FAA certification 
2. During periods to be coordinated with the training facility, the Contractor shall provide DC-8 Pilot in Command (PIC) initial certification, Airline Transport Pilot (ATP)/Type Rating under Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Part 61 and Part 142 regulations.


(a) Training for two pilots

(1) Pilots hold at a minimum a commercial pilot certificate with multi engine land, instrument rating, ATP written passed and meets requirements of FAA Part 61.
(2) Contractor to provide Flight Examiner services for that part of flight check requiring the NASA DC-8 aircraft in Palmdale, CA


(a) Contractor travel costs must be approved by NASA prior to initiating travel 
3. During periods to be coordinated with the flight simulation facility, provide the DC-8 Level B simulator DRY with motion

(a) To be used by up to five NASA crew members (pilots/FEs) per event



(1) Total of 35 hours of simulator flight time – Dry w/full motion
