Courtenay Parkway, Merritt Island, FL, 32953 on or before MAY 6, 2015 at 3:00 P.M. EST.  The CIAO is located on State Road 3, approximately 2 miles south of Gate 2 to KSC.  Access to KSC is not required.  Proposals that arrive after the prescribed time for receipt of proposals will be considered late and treated in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors – Competitive Acquisitions.  Offerors are instructed to coordinate all proposal deliveries with the Contracting Officer.
It is the offeror’s responsibility to monitor the NAIS website for any changes to the schedule or posting of amendments to the RFP.
The information provided in this cover letter is not intended to be construed differently from the information in the RFP.  Should an apparent conflict in interpretation exist, the information in the RFP should be considered to take precedence.
