The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), Kennedy Space Center (KSC), is pleased to release the RFP for the Mobile Launcher Ground Support Installation.  This acquisition will be conducted as a full and open competition.  The acquisition evaluation is being conducted in two parts due to the aggressive launch schedule and the need for the modifications to the Mobile Launcher.  Part 1 is the submission and evaluation of the Past Performance Volume.  Part 2 is the submission and evaluation of the Price Volume.

This RFP is being released with the Quality Control Package (QC). This QC package is not the final 100% complete design package. Upon release of the 100% Design Specifications and Drawings, the Government will amend the Solicitation and call for the Part 2 (Price Volume). This RFP is also being released with the Government Furnished Property not fully listed.  Offerors are cautioned not to prepare a price proposal based on the release of this RFP, but to wait until the amendment with the 100% Specs and Drawings Package and full Property listing is released.
The requested submission date for Part 1 (Past Performance) is February 24, 2015.  The closing submission date for Part 2 (Price Volume) will be specified in an amendment to this RFP.  The anticipated closing date for Part 2 (Price Volume) is on or about April 1, 2015.
The drawings package and specification are accompanying this RFP.  No paper copies will be furnished.  
The required content of an acceptable proposal is discussed in RFP Section L, Table A for Part 1 and Table B for Part 2.
The period for Questions regarding this RFP will be addressed in the amended RFP.   Received questions and answers will be communicated through an amendment to the RFP that will be posted on the NAIS website.
In accordance with the RFP Section L.21 provision, Delivery Instructions for Bids/Proposals, offerors are required to deliver proposals to the Central Industry Assistance Office (CIAO), 7110 N. Courtenay Parkway, Merritt Island, FL, 32953 on or before the date and time set for receipt of proposals.  The CIAO is located on State Road 3, approximately 2 miles south of Gate 2 to KSC.  Access to KSC is not required.  Proposals that arrive after the prescribed time for receipt of proposals will be considered late and treated in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors – Competitive Acquisitions.  Offerors are instructed to coordinate all proposal deliveries with the Contracting Officer.
It is the offeror’s responsibility to monitor the NAIS website for any changes to the schedule or posting of amendments to the RFP.
The information provided in this cover letter is not intended to be construed differently from the information in the RFP.  Should an apparent conflict in interpretation exist, the information in the RFP should be considered to take precedence.
Please note that this Solicitation includes the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) clause 52.232-18 Availability of Funds. (APR 1984) which states:
“Funds are not presently available for this contract. The Government's obligation under this contract is contingent upon the availability of appropriated funds from which payment for contract purposes can be made. No legal liability on the part of the Government for any payment may arise until funds are made available to the Contracting Officer for this contract and until the Contractor receives notice of such availability, to be confirmed in writing by the Contracting Officer.”
