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1.0  Introduction 
 
This document defines Contractor requirements for On-Site Safety and Environmental Support 
at the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Armstrong Flight Research 
Center (AFRC). AFRC is NASA’s premier installation for aeronautical research and flight-testing 
and its main campus is located on Edwards Air Force Base, California (80 miles north of Los 
Angeles). Additional component facilities, Aero Institute and Building 703, are located in 
Palmdale, CA (50 miles north of Los Angeles). Together, these campuses (referenced as 
AFRC) employ 1,300 people, both Government and contractors, engaged in space exploration 
support, aircraft operations, and aerospace research and testing.  On January 16, 2014, Dryden 
Flight Research Center (DFRC) was renamed Armstrong Flight Research Center (AFRC) and 
the Western Aeronautical Test Range (WATR) was renamed the Dryden Aeronautical Test 
Range (DATR).  Use of DFRC or WATR at the Center infer AFRC and DATR, respectively.  
 
AFRC occupies 880 acres and consists of buildings with approximately 900,000-square feet of 
structural floor space. Building construction dates range from 1954 to the present. Building 703 
occupies 16 acres and primarily consists of two buildings with approximately 428,000 square 
feet of structural floor space. Building 703 was originally constructed in the early 1980s to 
accommodate assembly of the B-1 Bomber and has since been modified to support AFRC’s 
Science Mission Directorate aircraft. Structures include aircraft hangars, motor pool, industrial 
shops, fuel stations, and office buildings. Due to the research nature of the AFRC mission, 
hazardous activities that are conducted include operation of air, wastewater, and noise emitting 
equipment, petroleum consuming equipment, ionizing and non-ionizing radiation emitting 
equipment, and processes that generate hazardous wastes. In addition, there are on going 
programs involving the restoration of the subsurface environment, and the occasional 
abatement of asbestos and lead paint. 
 
The Safety and Environmental Office (Code SH), is responsible for safety and environmental 
(S&E) institutional and operational risk management at AFRC. Code SH monitors the facility for 
hazards and risks. Code SH also monitors the risks of noncompliance to safety and 
environmental regulations. Code SH provides the above risk information and consultation to the 
responsible AFRC managers allowing informed decisions, which maximizes the protection of 
AFRC personnel, property, and environment. Code SH also coordinates the management of 
hazardous materials/waste and regulatory permitting at AFRC. 
 
1.2 SCOPE 
 
The functional areas to be supported under this contract are: 


 Institutional and Operational Safety 


 Environmental Management 
 
The Contractor shall provide S&E technical support to ongoing requirements and special 
projects (e.g. studies, information systems development, or other required projects in support of 
AFRC’s mission).  This support shall include, but not be limited to, supervision, administration, 
labor, materials, supplies, and equipment (except installation provided property) necessary to 
assist AFRC Code SH in assuring implementation and maintenance of S&E programs.  These 
support services include both routine and recurring services and non-routine special studies and 
services.  All services shall focus on ensuring the protection of personnel, resources, and the 
environment, while maintaining the facility’s compliance with applicable Federal, State and local 
law, rules, and regulations, permits and permit conditions, Presidential Executive Orders, NASA 
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Policy Directives, NASA Procedural Requirements, NASA regulations, instructions, plans, and 
programs, and Armstrong (Dryden) Management System Procedures and requirements. 
 
The Contractor shall provide on-site personnel for management and shall be responsible for the 
administration of the entire contract personnel assigned to support this PWS.  The Contractor is 
solely responsible for the techniques used to fulfill the terms of the PWS.  The Contractor will be 
allowed flexibility in performance of the contract and shall be required to fulfill all performance 
requirements.  On-site business management is not a requirement for this effort. 
 
Broad duties for functional categories are provided in this PWS.  The Contracting Officer's 
Representative (COR) will provide clarification for the specific technical requirements to the 
Contractor if needed.  These include the priority, quantity and quality of work to be provided for 
each functional area.  The work requires contractor coordination among the diverse yet related 
S&E disciplines.  Close coordination with the COR and Task Monitors (TMs) is essential.  
Consultation and coordination with AFRC managers, field personnel, plant operating personnel, 
and Air Force organizations are required. 
 
The Contractor must be prompt, diligent, responsive, maintain a high level of quality, and shall 
work within Federals, State, and NASA safety and environmental practices and procedures.  
Each of these tasks can potentially impact the safety and environment of the entire Center.  The 
Contractor's failure to comply with regulations or guidelines could result in project or mission 
delay or stoppage. 
 
General functions that shall be performed by the Contractor include, but are not limited to, the 
following: 
 
Serve as a technical expert on general S&E issues and act as subject matter expert for 
assurance of compliance with all Federal, State, Local, and NASA rules, regulations, directives, 
and various other instructions issued by higher authorities.  The Contractor shall monitor 
regulatory activities and notify Code SH of new and proposed regulations and their potential 
impact on AFRC operations.  Examples of applicable regulations include those listed in 
Appendix 5.  This list is not all inclusive, and contractor shall stay informed of new and modified 
laws and regulations. 
 
Provide technical consultation services, including reviewing and commenting on various 
technical documents and reports, engineering design drawings, plans, health and safety plans, 
aircraft ground safety and test plans, hazardous material licenses, material safety data sheets, 
specifications, policies, procedures, guidelines, handbooks concerning proposed construction 
projects, aircraft research projects, environmental remediation or other projects, for soundness 
and compliance with applicable safety and environmental requirements.  Historic workload 
indicators are outlined in Appendix 2. 
 
Provide necessary professional support to assure implementation and documentation of the 
AFRC Safety and Environmental Program requirements. 
 
Management commitment and employee involvement in the safety and environmental 
programs.  This requirement includes the following: 


 Documented worksite safety policy 


 Established, communicated, and clear safety and environmental goals 


 Full management involvement in the safety and environmental program implementation  
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 Full employee involvement in the safety and environmental program 


 Safety and environmental responsibilities assigned and communicated 


 Authority assigned and resources provided 


 Access to professional safety and environmental staff 


 Management and employee accountability 


 Annual self-evaluation reviews 


 Safety and environmental management system documentation and implementation 
(e.g., ISO 14001, OHSAS 18001) 


 
System and worksite hazard analysis. Specific Contractor tasks under this requirement include: 


 Perform and/or review hazard analysis of new work occurring on the Center 


 Conduct hazard analysis of all jobs, i.e. job hazard analysis (JHA) 


 Conduct safety and environmental inspections and track findings to closure 


 Establish and/or maintain existing hazard reporting system  


 Investigate and report on all hazards, close calls, and mishaps and assure corrective 
and preventive action 


 Analyze all injury, illness, and “close calls” and trend the data for identification and 
resolution of negative trends 


 Attend daily safety tail gate meetings for construction contractors 
 


Hazard prevention and control.  Under this requirement, the Contractor shall: 


 Establish a hazard identification process and measurements 


 Conduct emergency preparedness and response planning and training  
 


Safety and environmental training. The Contractor shall offer and provide training to: 


 All employees to identify, understand, resolve, and prevent hazards, and certify 
employee qualifications to perform tasks when required by 29 and 40 Code of Federal 
Regulations and NASA Standards (i.e. Agency and AFRC) 


 Supervisors and managers to identify and resolve hazards, report employee work-
related injuries and illnesses, and ensure a safe and healthy work environment free of 
recognized hazards 


 
Develop and assure implementation of various policies, plans, procedures, and guidelines, as 
directed.  Track the status of processes and tasks including, but not limited to: inspections, 
studies, reports, and surveys, by developing and maintaining appropriate methods and metrics.  
This includes entering data into databases or other appropriate information technology, and 
interpretation of information to ensure that all program tasks are scheduled as needed to ensure 
identification and compliance with all regulatory requirements.  The Contractor shall also 
generate ad-hoc and custom computer reports as required.  Current databases that shall be 
maintained by the Contractor are listed in Appendix 6.  The Government may modify this list as 
needed.

Records shall be maintained on-site in an organized, accessible manner, in accordance with 
Federal, State, and Local regulations and NASA policy.  The Government shall have joint 
access to these records at all times. 
 
Coordinate with outside vendors to provide 1) safety and environmental analytical laboratory 
services, 2) hazardous waste cleanup, transportation, and disposal services, or 3) other 
products or services as required to facilitate AFRC operations.  These services will be at the 
Government’s expense.   
 
Provide professional support to employee safety and environmental awareness programs, 
which may include open houses, fairs, etc.  Support shall include planning, coordination, and 
implementation as directed, and development and distribution of fact sheets, information 
bulletins, or other documents as needed. 
 
Document projects and work assignments, develop reports, plans, and Armstrong Management 
Directives (AMDs), as required by the Contracting Officer (CO) or Contracting Officer’s 
Representative (COR).  The contractor shall prepare and maintain, at a minimum, an electronic 
Continuity Folder (CF) in each functional area, listing the AMDs to be used and a plan of how 
information/records are organized and where they are kept (i.e., a file plan).  The CF shall be a 
“living” document, and kept current by those performing the requirements.  These electronic 
CFs are subject to inspection by the CO/COR.  No folder shall contain classified material or 
information.   
 
The Contractor shall comply with all Federal, State, Local, and NASA policies, procedures, and 
regulations in effect during the performance of the contract. 
 
The Contractor shall participate in various committees and represent Code SH on various on-
site and off-site boards as required by the CO or COR. 
 
2.0   Contract Management 
 
The Contractor shall provide the planning, coordination, technical direction, and surveillance of 
the activities necessary to ensure disciplined performance of work and timely application of 
resources for the accomplishment of this PWS. The Contractor shall be responsible for 
maintaining communication with each supported organization and alerting the COR immediately 
of any problems that would prevent meeting established performance standards.   AFRC 
participates in a synchronized 9/80 work schedule in support of weekday Center core hours 
(currently 7:30 to 3:30). Deviation for this work schedule will be on a case-by-case basis, and

require prior approval from the COR. Deviations may include support of projects occurring 
outside of the Center core ours. Some positions may require the traditional 8-hr workday 
support.  
 
 
The Contractor shall provide overall management and administrative functions to ensure that 
the proper resources are available and allocated, that required reports and documentation are 
prepared, and that the overall environment supports the Government’s requirements.  
 
The Contractor shall: 
 


1. Provide a well-defined, stable organizational structure with clear lines of authority and 
clearly identified interfaces to the Government. 


2. Provide on-site management of the Contractor staff and meet with the CO and/or COR, 
as necessary, to keep the Government informed of ongoing operations and any 
problems or issues associated with meeting the requirements of each task order. The 
on-site manager, or designated alternate, shall be available on-site to Government 
personnel during the Center core (7:30 - 3:30). 


3. For IDIQ Tasks, provide detailed task proposals to the Government, including labor 
categories necessary to perform the work, number of hours necessary for completion by 
labor category and by task element, technical approach, and milestone schedule. 


4. Manage the resources identified in IDIQ tasks allocated by NASA in a manner to ensure 
that performance milestones are met. 


5. Submit special technical, administrative, contract, and financial management reports. 
6. Provide a monthly cost, schedule, and technical performance report for all task orders, 


identifying accomplishments, progress, major milestones reached, and risks and 
mitigations, as well as problems and issues that may affect contract performance.  


7. Utilize NASA furnished databases or other NASA-authorized software (i.e. chemical 
management, air emissions, facility inspection databases).  The Contractor shall also 
input data, maintain data, and generate reports. 


8. Create, generate and maintain Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) to ensure 
positions and routine tasks are performed consistently and that comprehensive 
evaluations are conducted.  The SOPs shall describe the methods to be used, data to be 
collected, standardized formats to be used for presentation of data and results, etc.  
SOPs shall be submitted to NASA for review and approval.  SOPs shall be reviewed and 
updated as appropriate, at least annually.  Where existing SOPs have been developed, 
NASA will make them available during Phase-In. 


9. Provide oral or written technical presentations, as requested by NASA, concerning any 
safety and/or environmental topics covered in this PWS. 


10. Ensure all NASA policies and procedures are followed, including NASA record retention 
requirements, the NASA Correspondence manual, NASA Data Quality Act requirements, 
and other applicable data quality requirements (e.g., US EPA). 


11. Ensure that appropriate staff attends meetings, seminars, and other administrative 
functions (i.e. Center required training, All-Hands meetings, etc.).  Contractor employees 
shall clearly identify themselves as contractor employees when attending such events. 


12. Local travel will not be reimbursed under this contract. Examples of local travel that will 
not be subject to reimbursement are: travel to and from normal job site; supervisory 
personnel traveling to a Government site or alternative facility to oversee operations. 
Personnel temporarily working at a Government site or alternative facility will consider 
such facility his/her normal job site.

13. The Contractor shall provide on-site personnel that satisfy the qualification requirements 
for performing the scope of work. If personnel turnover occurs, positions shall be filled 
with an equally qualified replacement as soon as practical, including a temporary backfill 
replacement if necessary. For all vacant positions, contractor shall provide a plan or 
approach to the COR to accomplish the work until vacancy is filled.   


14. Provide a Contractor Site Manager (SM) that shall provide overall technical management 
for the Contractor's on-site staff.  The SM acts as a focal point for technical direction 
requirements from the CO/COR and a coordination point with the COR, and shall ensure 
that procedures are established for accomplishing all aspects of the PWS. The desired 
experience of the SM should meet the experience of the Project Manager position 
description as listed in Appendix 1. The SM shall be responsible for the Contractor’s 
overall performance, including any subcontracted activities. The SM shall be located at 
the main AFRC campus during the standard business hours and serve as the POC for 
resolving conflicts involving daily activities and the planning of future operations. 


15. The SM shall ensure that the personal appearance of employees is neat and 
professional.  Personnel shall wear appropriate Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) as 
necessary to perform the job. AFRC-issued identification badges shall be worn as 
prescribed by AFRC regulations at all times on site, except in situations and locations 
where they can be a work place hazard. 


16. In the performance of this contract, the Contractor’s personnel may be required to fly or 
serve onboard Government-owned aircraft and may be required to support deployments 
and off-site recovery of aircraft 


17. The Government or the Contractor may identify additional work requirements (not 


covered in this PWS) or special projects that are within the general scope of the 


contract.  Any additional work or special projects, requiring additional labor hours or 


staffing, shall be accomplished only if a Task Order (TO) or modification to an existing 


TO is issued by the CO. 


18. All work will normally be accomplished during a standard eight or 9/80 hour work shift; 
however, certain situations may require Contractor support at times other than the 
standard shift, such as weekends, holidays, second, third or split shift operations or a 
non-standard work week.  In some instances, overtime or compensatory time may be 
required with advance approval with the COR and CO, which may include work during 
federal holidays and/or late night/early morning hours. An 8-hour workday is observed 
for all federal holidays. The Contractor can, with COR or CO approval, adjust work shifts 
or working hours to meet mission requirements within the scope of this PWS.  


19. The Contractor shall maintain appropriate metrics to demonstrate the performance of all 
S&E programs.  Metrics shall be measurable with reasonable effort, relevant to the key 
goals of the programs, and reveal when actions are necessary to maintain the defined 
level of performance.  S&E program metrics shall be measured on a monthly basis with 
actions identified and taken by the Contractor to reverse any negative performance 
trends.  The Contractor shall present these metrics in various graphical forms and media 
to Government S&E personnel and Center Management, as necessary. 


20. The Contractor shall provide ongoing specific recommendations for continual 
improvement of AFRC Safety and Environmental programs.  The goal is to increase the 
efficiency and effectiveness of S&E programs within available resources.  This will 
include benchmarking similar sites and industries, documenting and/or streamlining 
existing processes, creating and documenting new processes, incorporating information 
technology tools, partnering with other internal and/or external organizations, increasing 
communication and coordination between organizations, etc. 
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2.1 Risk Management and Acceptance 
 
Final management decisions for all of the functional areas and priorities will be the responsibility 
of the Government in situations involving Center wide policies, procedures and major events 
that have significant impact to the environment.  The Contractor shall provide services in a 
variety of ways to constructively help manage or eliminate risk.  On a daily basis, the Contractor 
is expected to manage and execute typical risk management decisions commensurate with the 
technical level of expertise of their personnel.  For example, a Senior Safety Specialist is 
expected to be capable of making risk management decisions for matters involving routine 
safety related issues.  However, if the technical expert becomes involved in risk management 
issues that are beyond their scope of expertise and/or involve significant impact to Center 
operations, the Contractor shall request the Government to lead the risk management process.  
Contractors may also be requested to help the Government in risk management decisions 
through the gathering of technical information, program management, and subcontract 
management, as needed. 


 
2.2   Required Knowledge 
 


The Contractor shall have and maintain current working knowledge of all relevant and 
applicable Safety and Environmental policies, procedures, and regulations. The Contractor is 
responsible for providing their professional employees with training to maintain credentials and 
certifications necessary to perform this PWS.  The Government will not directly reimburse the 
Contractor for this type of training, unless specifically itemized in Contract Task Orders (CTOs). 
Contractor shall provide evidence of qualifications, certifications and experience prior to contract 
start date.  


 
The Contractor shall utilize qualified employees to perform the work of this contract in a 
professional manner which will not endanger the health, life, safety, security, or general well-
being of others or damage associated property and facilities.  The Contractor shall ensure that 
the Contractor’s personnel are proficiently trained and have the work experience to perform the 
PWS requirements.  Appendix 3 lists examples of required training/certifications and identifies 
whether the cost of such training is borne by the Contractor or reimbursed by the Government.  
For off-site training exceeding three days, the contractor may be required to provide backfill 
support while current contract staff is away at training in order to meet Appendix 3 Contractor 
required training. The Contracting Officer (CO) may authorize and fund, by issuing a written 
notice, special training and/or travel necessary to meet mission requirements.  Please note that 
the training listed in Appendix 3 is not all inclusive and additional training may be required.  
Additional training may be reimbursed at the determination of the CO. 
 
The level and type of Contractor responsibilities are of a diverse nature, requiring adoption of 
rapidly changing guidelines and standards emanating from AFRC, NASA Headquarters, as well 
as Federal, State, and Local regulatory agencies.  Personnel will be required to use prescribed 
forms and procedures or develop new forms and procedures depending on the need. 
 
2.3   General Technical Requirements 
 
The Contractor shall: 
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 Review and evaluate chapters in the AFRC Procedural Requirements (DCPs) listed in 
Appendix 5.  


 Meet as often as necessary with NASA and/or Contractor employees and provide 
consultation on all types of safety and environmental issues.  Prepare briefing materials, 
take meeting minutes and prepare meeting summaries, as requested. 


 Respond to requests for inspections, visitor escorts, evaluations, assessments, and provide 
Safety and Environmental advice to individuals and projects within each Directorate.   


 Contract personnel that are assigned the 911 radios will respond immediately to the 
emergency site and provide assistance to the incident commander as needed. This may 
require the contractor to respond to simultaneous emergencies at multiple locations. 


 Ensure environmental impacts are thoroughly assessed, documented, and mitigated to the 
extent practicable. 


 Ensure facility wide operations are carried out in compliance with applicable Federal, State, 
and Local laws, regulations, and Executive Orders, and NASA policies and procedural 
requirements. 


 Raise awareness among Center personnel, Resident Agencies, tenant partners, and 
applicants for grants, leases, use permits, and other Federally-funded or approved actions, 
and the public of applicable Federal, State, and Local and NASA environmental policies and 
procedural requirements and environmental program activities. 


 Ensure effective interagency cooperation, communication, and consultation. 


 Identify opportunities for reducing cost, delay, and paperwork, and consider safety in all 
tasks. 


 Review existing databases and tracking programs to identify streamlining and labor reducing 
methods. 


 
 
2.4 Level of Supplies & Materials 
 
The Government will supply the contractor with all the administrative materials needed to 
perform the tasks with the exception of PPE.  
 


2.5   Deliverables 
 
The Contractor shall submit contract deliverables in accordance with the Data Requirements 
List and as delineated on CTOs.  In addition, the Contractor shall prepare correspondence for 
NASA signature to be submitted to various regulatory agencies, to internal NASA organizations, 
and to Resident Partners.  The Contractor shall prepare all reports and plans required by 
environmental regulations for NASA signature.  All data obtained or developed during this 
contract must be provided to the Government upon request and in the format specified by the 
Government. 


 
3.0   Training 
 
For the training classes identified in Appendix 4, the Contractor shall: 
 


 Develop, implement and maintain the Center’s occupational safety and environmental 
training programs, which provide instruction for personnel in relevant policies, procedures, 
guidelines, and regulations.  The Contractor shall manage all aspects of safety and 
environmental training.  
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 Audit training activities, develop and present various training courses, and prepare training 
plans and reports as requested.   


 Develop, update, and standardize course curricula annually unless specified otherwise. 


 Acquire additional expertise, courses, and/or materials for training as requested. 


 Track and update records of all training activities and the database of trained and certified 
personnel.   


 Verify that AFRC personnel performing specific safety and environmental activities have the 
proper training and certifications. 


 Obtain COR’s concurrence on all training materials in advance of training events and all 
materials and associated data rights shall become the property of the Government. 
 


 
4.0   Occupational Safety 
 
The Contractor shall ensure compliance with Occupational Safety & Health Standards, National 
Fire Protection Association, Life Safety Code, Uniform Building Code, National Electric Code 
and other applicable safety and fire protection standards.  The Contractor shall provide qualified 
personnel. Safety professionals must be knowledgeable of the regulations contained in the 
Uniform Building Code, Uniform Fire Code, OSHA standards including Voluntary Protection 
Program, and National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) standards.  
 
Review and issue site-specific maintenance permits for NASA in-house contractor prior to the 
start of each facility project. The number of permits has averaged approximately three per week. 
Including, but not limited to Hot Work, Confined Space, Fall Protection, etc. 
 
 
4.1   Construction Safety  
 
Multiple construction activities are ongoing requiring daily oversight inspections. On average 
there are three to five active construction sites and/or major preventative maintenance activities 
occurring simultaneously per day. The types of construction activities include new construction 
of facilities, rehabilitation and modification of existing facilities, repair, renovation, demolition, 
excavation, etc. 
 
The Contractor shall: 
  


 Provide annual regulatory status reports, such as the OSHA 300 Log. 


 Provide technical consultations to construction project managers. 


 Verify that written safety plans are submitted for all projects and that they are site-
specific, job-specific or otherwise contain Activity Hazard Analysis (AHA) pertaining 
to the work.  


 Review all Safety Plans, Code of Safe Practices, AHAs and training records.  


 Review all outage plans prior to all utility outages and facility closures. Including in-
house and construction contractor work plans and AHAs. 


 Verify that each construction project has a designated site safety officer, a site-
specific safety plan and where applicable, specialized work procedures.  In addition, 
verify that there is oversight by a competent person for fall protection, material lifting, 
asbestos control, electrical safety, and lockout/tagout. 
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 Verify that Construction site employees are trained in recognition of job site-specific 
hazards, procedures for protecting themselves, and first aid procedures in the event 
of injury. 


 Coordinate with the AFRC Safety Task Monitor, AFRC Facilities Project Manager 
and AFRC Facilities Contract COR to ensure that construction hazards are identified 
and abated in a timely manner. 


 Review and issue construction permits prior to the start of each construction project. 
The number of permits has averaged approximately three to ten per week.  Permits 
include but are not limited to Hot Work, Confined Space, Fall Protection, etc. 


 Inspect all construction sites at least daily (may include holidays, weekends, and/or 
evenings) for compliance with appropriate safety and health standards and specify 
appropriate corrective action, as necessary, to the construction project managers. 
Notify responsible parties of construction safety hazards. 


 Prepare briefing materials, take meeting minutes and meeting summaries as 
requested. 


 
4.2 Confined Space Program 
 
Manage and provide hazard evaluations, identify, classify and label confined spaces, monitor 
entry procedures, and train personnel who perform entries. Currently, AFRC has identified 
approximately 118 permitted and 88 non-permitted confined spaces 
 
The contractor shall: 
 


 Provide all services to administer and manage a Confined Space program for NASA AFRC 
in accordance with the requirements of 29 CFR 1910, 1926 and NASA Procedural 
Requirements (NPR) 8715.3B.   


 Identify, classify, and manage all confined spaces at NASA AFRC. 


 Provide technical consultation and assistance for major projects where confined space 
entries are a component of the project. 


 Review entry plans and issue entry permits for all confined space entries.  


 Provide oversight of owner-host coordination support to entry organizations to ensure 
entrants are made aware of all hazards prior to operations. 


 Assure that Confined Space Evaluations per 29 CFR 1910.146(d)(2) are provided prior to 
each entry.  


 Manage and coordinate program documentation. 


 Develop program metrics that effectively measure the effectiveness and quality of the 
Confined Space Program. 


 Review the program annually in accordance with 29 CFR 1910.146(d)(14) and document 
this review in an annual status report.  


 Maintain confined space database and map of all confined spaces in coordination with 
Center Facilities Group 


 Coordinate with Center Industrial Hygiene Group for confined space respiratory 
requirements 


 
4.3 Pressure Vessels 
 
The contractor shall be familiar with the American Society of Mechanical Engineers (ASME) and 
the American Petroleum Institute (API) requirements and guidelines in order to adequately 
inspect an assortment of Pressure Vessels and systems. The contractor shall be able to provide 
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safe design review, installation monitoring, operation functional checks, and reviews of the 
maintenance of pressure vessels in accordance with the appropriate codes and standards.  
 
4.4  Fall Protection Safety 
 
The Contractor shall ensure current compliance with Federal Occupational Safety & Health 
Standards, ANSI/ASSE/ASI, NPRs, AFRC procedures/plans and other applicable safety, health, 
and standards. The contractor shall provide the assistance of the competent persons to assist 
the AFRC Fall Protection Program Manager in developing fall protection surveys for building 
and structures, fall hazard identification/elimination & controls, plan reviews, related 
training/development and presentation, assessments, inspections, inventory, and reports for all 
facets of fall protection hazards.  
 
Provisions shall be made by the Contractor to ensure there is at least one Competent person, at 
a minimum, available at both main campus and Building 703 during normal business hours at 
each site.  
 
Fall Protection Systems included, but are not limited to: 
 


 Guardrail 


 Positioning, restraint and arrest 


 Horizontal life line 


 Monitoring and warning line 


 Covers 


 Falling objects 


 Mobile aerial and working platforms 


 Scaffolding 


 Towers 


 Excavations Vehicles and trailers 


 Ladders 


 Roofs 


 Aircraft  
 
4.5 Lifting Devices and Equipment 
 
The Contractor shall ensure compliance with Federal Occupational Safety & Health Standards, 
ANSI/ASSE/ASI, NPR’s, AFRC procedures/Plans and other applicable safety, health, and 
standards. The contractor shall provide the assistance of the experienced persons to assist the 
AFRC Lifting Device Equipment Manager (LDEM) in identification/elimination & controls, 
operational plan reviews, act as safety observers during LDE activities, related 
training/development and presentation, assessments, inspections, inventory, and reports for all 
facets of fall protection hazards.  
 
Provisions shall be made by the Contractor to ensure there is at least one LDE experienced 
person available on site at both main campus and Building 703 during normal business hours. 
 
LDE included, but are not limited to: 
 


 Mobile and overhead cranes 


 Hoists, winches, and jacks 
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 Rigging hardware 


 Mobile aerial platform 


 Powered industrial trucks 


 
4.6    Fire Protection (FP) 
 
The contractor shall provide on-site technical personnel during normal business hours on all 
Government workdays throughout the duration of the Contract period of performance to perform 
the following requirements: 


 


The Contractor shall: 


 Assist AFRC Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) with fire protection support for 
NASA Programs and Projects, as requested. 


 Assist in the enforcement of NASA Standard NASA-STD-8719.11, Safety 
Standard for Fire Protection. 


 Monitor work processed by the AFRC Configuration Control Board (CCB). 
 Monitor fire protection water supply and fire system maintenance programs and 


provide inspection (primarily for special projects/facilities). 
 Assist AHJ with final facility inspection after construction completion and witness 


systems acceptance testing for all new fire alarm and automatic suppression 
installations.  Document each acceptable test with memo to the Safety 
Division.  Follow up on deficiencies noted for subsequent correction. 


 Perform fire safety audits as requested by the Government.  
 Perform a survey of all facilities annually identifying fire protection and life/safety 


deficiencies. Document deficiencies in a report. Survey and report will include, 
but not be limited to, the appropriate Worksheets for Evaluating Fire Safety in 
NFPA 101A.   


 Assist the system safety organization on analyses of hazardous operations. 
 The Contractor may occasionally work with the local Fire Department to address, 


mitigate or consult on special fire issues. 
 Disseminate and publicize fire protection information and educational material 


annually to AFRC personnel using NFPA Fire Prevention Week promotions and 
other materials as necessary. 


 Assist in performing annual fire drills for occupied buildings. Document fire drill 
findings and lessons learned.   


 Prepare or update pre-incident plans in accordance with NFPA 1620, Standard 
for Pre-Incident Planning. 


 Keep logs, written or electronic documentation of all fire protection review 
comments and recommendations made by the Contractor and submit materials 
to the Government when requested. 


 
4.7   Emergency/Urgent Responses/Mishap Investigation/Data Analysis  
 
On average, there are approximately 15 to 20 Emergency/Urgent responses and 80 to 140 
mishap investigations occurring per year, several simultaneously.  The Contractor shall: 
 


 Assist Center On Scene Commander with scene safety, mitigation advice, and 
control by: 
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o Responding to all 911 emergencies and urgent requests to assist in the 
investigation, mitigation of unsafe conditions, and documentation of findings 
for all Safety and Environmental incidents. 


o Providing response coverage during weekday Center core hours for 
simultaneous multiple locations 


 Investigate all occupational injuries, illnesses, and mishaps occurring at AFRC in 
accordance with NPR 8621.1, NASA Procedural Requirements for Mishap and Close 
Call Reporting, Investigation and Recordkeeping.  


 Maintain data for the Contractors Monthly Accident Reporting (CMAR) database and 
the NASA Mishap Information System (NMIS) database and supporting files to 
ensure records are accurate and readily retrievable at all times. 


 Calculate and chart the illness and injury rates for Civil Service and Contractor 
populations. 


 Provide statistical summaries, safety performance charts, and metrics updated 
monthly.  


 Generate and post the OSHA 300A log for NASA AFRC. 
 
5.0 Environmental 
 
The Environmental Program is responsible for AFRC’s environmental compliance, 
management, conservation, and sustainability programs.  These responsibilities include 
coordination and integration of all environmental programs, interpreting environmental 
regulations as they apply to AFRC activities, providing guidance on regulatory requirements, 
acting as the formal point of contact with all environmental regulation agencies, development 
assistance and review of environmental permits, remediation of contaminated sites, cease and 
desist authority for all polluting activities, and compliance monitoring and surveillance.  The 
Contractor shall be responsible for providing support to the Center’s environmental program.  
 
 
5.1   Environmental Management System (EMS) 
 
The Environmental Management Division requires comprehensive support in implementing the 
Center’s EMS required by best management practices and Federal regulation (e.g. Executive 
Order 13693, Planning for Federal Sustainability in the Next Decade). An EMS is a continual 
cycle of planning, implementing, reviewing and improving the processes and actions that an 
organization undertakes to meet its business and environmental goals.  The Center’s EMS is 
built on the “Plan, Do, Check, Act” model. Civil Servant and Contractor employees are asked to 
consider how they affect the environment every day.  An EMS offers a structured way to 
incorporate environmental considerations into day-to-day operations to reduce risk to mission 
success, health and safety, the environment and lower long-term environmental liability.  


 
The Contractor shall maintain the Center’s Environmental Management System (EMS) by 
completing the following requirements:  


 Promote continual improvement of the environment and human health, support 
EMS outreach and training, track performance metrics, obtain customer 
feedback, and support internal and external audits and follow-up on findings and 
corrective actions.   


 Support briefings to the Center’s Senior Management and other management 
levels, participate in Agency-wide and Center-wide EMS meetings, 
teleconferences, Video Teleconferencing System (ViTS) conferences. 
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 Identify priority environmental aspects and impacts essential to developing the 


Center’s EMS. 


 Prepare for and conduct quarterly EMS meetings and audits to review/update the 


Center activities, aspects, impacts, objectives, targets, and environmental 


management programs.  The Contractor shall maintain the EMS elements per 


the most current version of NPR 8553.1B.  


 Establish and maintain procedures to identify all relevant legal, regulatory and 


other requirements applicable to the environmental aspects of the Center’s 


activities, products, and services. 


 Recommend measurable objectives and targets for the Center that demonstrates 


commitment consistent with the intent of the Center’s environmental policy and 


aspects.  If approved by the appropriate NASA authority, the Contractor shall 


implement the objectives and targets.   


 Provide recommendations and assist in the development, implementation, and 


maintenance of operational controls and procedures for activities associated with 


high priority environmental aspects.  Environmental aspects are elements of the 


Center’s activities, products, or services that can interact with the environment 


and over which the Center has control and can manage. 


 Establish, implement, and maintain a procedure for identifying, handling, and 


investigating nonconformities which are failures to meet NASA or Center EMS 


specified requirements. 


5.2   Pollution Prevention/Recycling/Affirmative Procurement and Sustainability Practices 
Programs 
 
The Environmental Management Division requires comprehensive support for the Pollution 
Prevention (P2)/Recycling (R)/Affirmative Procurement (AP) Programs and Sustainability 
Practices program under a number of applicable Federal, State, and local laws, regulations, and 
Executive Orders, including EO 13693.  The P2/R/AP and Sustainability Practices Programs are 
characterized by leadership, collaboration, and customer service in effectively and efficiently 
reducing pollutants, increasing waste diversion, and maximizing opportunities for affirmative 
procurement and environmental sustainability to meet Federal and NASA goals, targets and 
objectives, and performance metrics.  
 
The Contractor shall:  
 


 Identify pollution prevention opportunities and implement sustainable processes 
to avoid increasing NASA and the Federal Government’s long-term 
environmental liability and to demonstrate corporate leadership. 


 Participate in Agency-wide and Center-wide P2/R/AP meetings, teleconferences, 
ViTS and related activities on emerging P2/R/AP and sustainability principles and 
practices.  


 Lead P2/R/AP and Sustainability practices awareness activities and training. 


 Conduct research on alternative products or practices, provide advice and 
guidance, for example, on conducting environmental life cycle cost analyses if 
requested by the Government. 


 Monitor implementation of P2/R/AP and Sustainability Practices activities. 
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 Gather P2/R/AP and Sustainability Practices data, prepare reports and briefings. 


 Support implementation of corrective actions.   


 Disseminate information to Center personnel regarding procurement of 
sustainable materials, including bio-based items and materials containing 
recycled or post-consumer content in accordance with Federal Acquisition 
Regulation (FAR) Part 23 and Executive Order (EO) 13693, Planning for Federal 
Sustainability in the Next Decade.  


 Evaluate purchase requests/requirement documents, project specifications, 


design submittals, and other project and/or procurement documentation for the 


elimination of virgin material requirements, use of recovered materials, reuse of 


products, life cycle analysis, energy and water efficiency, recyclability; and the 


use of EPA and USDA designated items or other environmentally preferable 


products.  The Contractor shall disseminate information to Center personnel to 


ensure environmental requirements are met during the acquisition process.   


 Conduct quarterly audits of AFRC purchase orders, contracts, task orders, etc. to 


ensure affirmative procurement compliance. 


 Coordinate Earth Day activities, prepare suitable materials for presentation and 


participate in Earth Day activities to be held at AFRC.  Participation shall include 


activities such as manning a booth, giving a lecture or training.  


 


 
5.3   National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA)/Environmental Justice (EJ) Program 
 
The Environmental Management Division requires comprehensive support for the NEPA/EJ 
program to support the Center in completing the NEPA or EO 12114, Environmental Effects 
Abroad of Major Federal Actions, process prior to its taking any action that could have an 
adverse environmental impact; limit the choice of reasonable alternatives; or affect known or 
potential historic/cultural resources or sensitive populations as defined under Federal laws, 
regulations, and Executive Orders such as EO 12898 on Environmental Justice  


 
The Contractor shall:  


 Participate in Agency-wide and Center-wide NEPA/EJ meetings, 
teleconferences, and Video Teleconferencing System (ViTS) conferences on 
emerging principles and practices. 


 Provide recommendations on the development of policies and procedures. 


 Conduct NEPA/EJ awareness activities and training. 


 Conduct research and studies as needed, providing advice and comment to 
applicants and proponents, Resident Agencies and tenant partners if requested 
by the Government.  


 Coordinate interagency meetings and public notice and provide 
recommendations for comment responses.  


 Maintain Administrative Record of NEPA documents. 


 Facilitate associated environmental permit applications and disclosures. 


 Prepare Environmental Assessments, Environmental Impact Statements, 
Environmental Baseline Surveys and Executive Order 12114 reports and 
associated studies and surveys. 


 Monitor and evaluate implementation of mitigation, gather data, prepare reports 
and briefings. 
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 Conduct implementation of corrective actions.  


 Maintain NEPA/EJ Program mailing list and support distribution of documents if 
requested by the Government. 


 Monitor construction and demolition projects weekly to ensure compliance with 
project mitigation measures. On average there are three to five active 
construction sites and/or major preventative maintenance activities occurring 
simultaneously.  


 
5.4   Air Quality Program 
 
The Contractor shall review AFRC facility operations to gather air emissions data, provide 
recommendations to minimize or eliminate emissions, and compile and maintain the records 
required by AFRC Air Permits. AFRC has approximately 91 permitted sources. Records include 
operational usage, product usage, fuel consumption, and equipment lists.  The Contractor shall 
calculate quarterly hour usage totals and review the data to evaluate compliance with applicable 
permit requirements and limits.  The Contractor shall calculate annual air emissions for AFRC 
and review the data to evaluate compliance prior to submittal to applicable Local and California 
air pollution control regulations.  The Contractor shall assess air emission levels, evaluate 
potential risks of noncompliance, and provide Code SH with written recommendations to 
maintain compliance 
 
The Contractor shall:  
 


 Participate in Agency-wide and Center-wide air quality meetings, teleconferences, Video 


Teleconferencing System (ViTS) conferences. 


 Recommend Air Quality policies and procedures for implementation. 


 Conduct air quality compliance awareness activities and training. 


 Conduct air quality research and studies, as needed. 


 Provide advice and comment to applicants and proponents, Resident Agencies and 


tenant partners if requested by the Government. 


 Coordinate interagency and public notice and comment. 


 Monitor and evaluate implementation of permit terms and conditions and maintain 


records of Center air quality permits. 


 Investigate air quality releases, gather data, and prepare reports and briefings. 


 Conduct implementation of corrective actions. 


 Prepare air program regulatory correspondence, permit amendment requests, permit 


applications and required reports and submit to Environmental Task Monitor for 


concurrence and signature. 


 Inspect permitted air emission sources and associated air pollution control equipment to 


ensure proper installation and operation when performing Multi-Media Environmental 


Audits.   


 Recommend air pollution control technology to Environmental Task Monitor including 


cost considerations, effectiveness and regulatory requirements. 


 Review license request submittals for new chemical authorizations to verify compliance 


with local regulatory requirements. 


 Prepare and maintain an updated equipment list.  
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5.5   Water Program 
 
The Environmental Management Division requires comprehensive support for the Water 
Program.  The Water Program manages all discharges of water into the environment. 


 
The Contractor shall:  
 


 Ensure Water Program is compliant with Federal, State, and Local regulatory 
requirements. 


 Participate in Agency-wide water conservation and management meetings, 
teleconferences, Video Teleconferencing System (ViTS) conferences, and 
related programs on emerging principles and practices.  


 Conduct water discharge research and studies. 


 Provide environmental advice and comments to applicants and Center 
proponents, Resident Agencies and tenant partners if requested by the 
Government.  


 Monitor and evaluate implementation of permit terms and conditions. 


 Investigate unauthorized releases, gather data, and prepare reports and 
briefings. 


 Coordinate implementation of corrective actions.  


 Prepare Air Force and Los Angeles County industrial wastewater discharge 
permit application and collect associated samples, as necessary.  


 
5.6   Hazardous Materials Management  
 
The Environmental Management Division requires comprehensive support for Hazardous 
Materials Management. The Hazardous Materials Management supports the Center by 
preparing and submitting the annual Hazardous Materials Business Plan, Hazardous Materials 
Contingency Plans, and Biennial Report to the local administering agency, maintaining the 
Chemical Management System (CMS) and by managing the permits and associated inspections 
resulting from hazardous materials storage. 


 
The Contractor shall:  
 


 Report releases or threatened releases of a hazardous material to the 
Environmental Task Monitor. 


 Provide advice and regulatory guidance to ensure proper management of 
hazardous materials in order to prevent harmful exposures to the public and the 
environment through proper materials handling. 


 Participate in Agency-wide and Center-wide meetings, teleconferences, Video 
Teleconferencing System (ViTS) conferences, and related activities on emerging 
principles and practices.  


 Conduct awareness activities and training, conduct research and studies as 
needed, provide advice and regulatory guidance to applicants and Center 
proponents, Resident Agencies and tenant partners if requested by the 
Government. 


 Monitor and evaluate implementation of permit terms and conditions.  


 Investigate releases, gather data and prepare reports and briefings.  


 Conduct implementation of corrective actions. 
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 Serve as the local administrator to the Center’s chemical management program 
software by providing upkeep, configuration control, and reliable operations. 


 Ensure accountability and distribution of AFRC chemicals in accordance with 
DCP for Chemical Management. 


 Manage oversight of the AFRC HM program, including management of the AFRC 


Chemical Crib processes and audits of chemical crib operations. Currently there 


are four chemical cribs at AFRC Main Campus and Building 703. 


 Perform internal compliance/quality assurance assessments at AFRC chemical 


storage sites. 


 Monitor the AFRC CMS and provide standard and custom reports (e.g., inventory 


shelf life, chemical expiration dates, employee status, zone transfers, issue 


denials) with the CMS electronic reporting tool. 


 Incorporate data into the AFRC CMS that allows the evaluation of chemical 


purchase requests by S&E personnel. 


 Hold quarterly meetings with AFRC satellite chemical storage/distribution site 


managers to communicate new or existing CMS practices as necessary. 


 Hold monthly Chemical Crib team meetings with environmental staff to ensure 


communication of best practices and consistent application of CMS practices. 


 Perform data Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QA/QC) evaluations within the 


AFRC Chemical Management system. 


 Evaluate chemicals prior to disposal to determine if suitable for chemical sharing 


program with the Edwards AFB and the Air Force Research Lab (AFRL) 


 
5.7   Hazardous Waste Management Program 
 
The Environmental Management Division requires comprehensive support for the Hazardous 
Waste Management program characterized by effective management of hazardous waste and 
including universal.  


 
The Contractor shall:  
 


 Ensure the Hazardous Waste Program is compliant with regulatory requirements. 


 Participate in Agency-wide and Center-wide meetings, teleconferences, Video 
Teleconferencing System (ViTS) conferences, and related activities on emerging 
principles and practices.  


 Conduct Hazardous Waste Program awareness activities and training.  


 Conduct hazardous waste research and studies as needed.  


 Provide advice and regulatory guidance to applicants and proponents, Resident 
Agencies and tenant partners to ensure proper management of hazardous 
waste. 


 Collect and process hazardous waste for disposal. 


 Monitor and evaluate implementation of permit terms and conditions. 


 Investigate releases, gather data and prepare reports and briefings. 


 Conduct implementation of corrective actions. 


 Oversee or perform air, water, soil, and material sampling and analysis as 


required to assess compliance with environmental regulations.  Sampling and 
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analyses may be required to provide characterization of the magnitude and 


extent of released chemicals, or as otherwise directed.  The Contractor shall be 


responsible for developing and submitting sampling plans, coordinating 


laboratory analyses, record keeping, maintaining logs, and written reports where 


required. Sampling requirements average one to two per year. 


 Facilitate implementation of the AFRC hazardous waste program and provide the 


following hazardous waste services; pick-up from generators and transport 


between facilities, handling, storage, selection of appropriate waste containers, 


labeling, and packaging.  


 Assist in completing appropriate hazardous waste manifests and related 


documentation in compliance with Department of Transportation (DOT), 


Environmental Protection Agency, and California Department of Toxic Substance 


Control regulations, and provide manifests for Government approval and 


signature.   


 Conduct audits of off-site treatment, storage, and disposal facilities and provide 


audit reports.  A minimum of two to four facilities shall be audited per year.  


 Operate and maintain all AFRC hazardous waste accumulation points and the 


HM/HW Bulk Storage Facility, perform weekly inspections of these facilities, 


prepare required inventories, coordinate waste profiling with off site Treatment, 


Storage and Disposal Facilities, and coordinate with HW transportation 


contractors for the pick up of HW for disposal. There are four hazardous waste 


accumulation points and two HM/HW Bulk Storage Facilities. 


 Arrange for clean out (semiannual at a minimum) of AFRC oil/water separators, 


perform inspections, and transfer waste/recyclable fuels as required.  The 


Contractor shall operate the vacuum pump trailer and be responsible for 


compliance with all DOT placarding requirements. 


 Provide a minimum of three people with current Hazardous Waste Operator 


Emergency Response training who may be required to clean up or assist in 


minor HM/HW spills and releases. 


Note: If necessary to contain/clean up larger HM/HW spills or releases, AFRC 
will request assistance from the local fire department. 
 


 Maintain and operate various HM and field monitoring and sampling 


equipment/instrumentation, and maintain all associated logs and records. The 


Contractor shall operate forklifts, large trucks, tugs, and powered lifts. Operation 


of this equipment is required at AFRC and Building 703 locations. 


 Provide appropriate professional response to AFRC emergencies, declared or 


undeclared, to assist in supporting on-scene management and documentation of 


the emergency for the purpose of effective response, mitigation of severity, and 


prevention of additional loss from scene hazards. 


 Provide Waste Management training for required AFRC.  This training shall 


emphasize waste regulations, policies and responsibilities as described in the 


DCP.  The Contractor shall maintain participant information.  
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5.8  Petroleum, Oils, and Lubricants (POL)/Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasures 
(SPCC)/Aboveground Storage Tank (AST) Program 
 
The Contractor shall be required to manage the Center Aboveground Storage Tank (AST) 
regulatory compliance program. There are currently 34 ASTs at AFRC. The Contractor shall be 
responsible for maintaining an up-to-date storage tank inventory, preparing updated registration 
forms when necessary, providing training for tank operators and ensuring that all tanks located 
on the Center are in compliance with all Federal and State regulatory requirements.  


 
The Contractor shall:  
 


 Participate in Agency-wide and Center-wide meetings, teleconferences, Video 
Teleconferencing System (ViTS) conferences, and related activities on emerging 
principles and practices.  


 Conduct POL/SPCC/AST awareness activities and training. This training shall 
emphasize regulations, policies and responsibilities as described in the SPCC 
Plan.  The Contractor shall maintain participant information.  


 Conduct surveys, research, and studies as needed, provide advice and comment 
to applicants, Center proponents, Resident Agencies, and tenant partners. 


 Communicate, coordinate, and consult with other agencies and Center divisions 
if requested by the Government. 


 Monitor, evaluate and provide oversight to ensure compliance with permit terms 
and conditions. 


 Gather and maintain data, prepare reports and briefings. 


 Conduct implementation of corrective actions.  


 Prepare permit applications for signature by NASA.  


 Maintain an up-to-date inventory of ASTs in service at the Center.  This inventory 
will include all “bulk storage containers” as defined in the Spill Prevention, 
Control, and Countermeasure (SPCC) Regulations (40 CFR Part 112.2) 


 Perform monthly spot inspections of ASTs, using the NASA AFRC Monthly AST 
Inspection Checklist  


 Evaluate changes associated with ASTs on a quarterly basis to determine if 


updates to the Spill Plan are required.  The Contractor shall update the Center 


SPCC as necessary to reflect changes in Center operations and environmental 


regulations.  If a change at the Center impacts the Plan and requires an 


amendment, the update must occur within 6 months of the change.  The 


contractor shall update the plan once every 5 years.  The current plan expires on 


December 2019. Each update or change other than minor or administrative shall 


be reviewed and certified by the contractor’s California licensed Professional 


Engineer (PE), then submitted to the Government for final approval 


 Be responsible for monitoring and documenting compliance with applicable 


regulatory requirements related to AST systems and reporting deviations to 


Environmental Management TM 
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5.9   Cultural Resources Management (CRM) Program 
 
The Environmental Management Division requires comprehensive support for the Cultural 
Resources Management program. The Agency-wide CRM program provides the policies and 
procedures to ensure NASA complies with applicable CRM regulations, such as the National 
Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) to implement a Section 110 program, the Archeological 
Resources Protection Act (ARPA), the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act, 
and EO 13007, Indian Sacred Sites.  The AFRC Historic Preservation Officer, in coordination 
with the NASA Federal Preservation Officer, completes the consultation process required under 
the NHPA to minimize the risk CRM issues pose to the Agency’s mission and implements 
mitigation, including, e.g., curation, recordation, outreach, and reporting.  


 
The Contractor shall:  
 


 Participate in Agency-wide and Center-wide CRM meetings, teleconferences, 
Video Teleconferencing System (ViTS) conferences, and related activities on 
emerging principles and practices.  


 Conduct CRM awareness activities and training. 


 Conduct or participate in CRM surveys, research, and studies. 


 Provide advice and comment to applicants, Center proponents, Resident 
Agencies, and tenant partners if requested by the Government. 


 Upon concurrence with the Environmental Task Monitor, communicate, 
coordinate, and consult with regulatory agencies and Center management on 
cultural resource items.  


 Monitor, evaluate and provide oversight to ensure compliance with agreement 
terms and conditions. 


 Participate in the updates and development of Center management plans 
including but not limited to Programmatic Agreements, Section 106 Consultation, 
Integrated Cultural Resources Management Plan, etc. 


 Assist in the investigation of CRM site vandalism or looting.  


 Gather and maintain data and prepare reports and briefings. 


 Conduct implementation of corrective actions. 


 Ensure that contractors providing recommendations for NHPA compliance have 


completed the required training and work experience identified in the PWS. 


 
5.10 Natural Resources Management Program 
 
The Environmental Management Division requires comprehensive support for the Natural 
Resources Program to support the Center in carrying out its Federal stewardship responsibilities 
in NASA-approved or assisted actions on and off the Center.  The Natural Resources program 
lead has primary responsibility for the Wildlife, Plants, Ecosystems program. 


 
The Contractor shall:  
 


 Participate in Agency-wide and Center-wide meetings, teleconferences, Video 
Teleconferencing System (ViTS) conferences.  


 Conduct Natural Resources awareness activities and training.  


 Conduct surveys, research, and studies and prepare reports and briefings. 
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 Provide advice and comment to applicants, Center proponents, Resident 
Agencies, and tenant partners if requested by the Government.  


 Upon concurrence with the Environmental Task Monitor, communicate, 
coordinate, and consult with other resource agencies, and Center management 
on Natural Resources issues. 


 Assist in the investigation of harassment, destruction, or poaching of wildlife and 
poaching and/or destruction of protected plant species. 


 Humanely collect and transport or arrange humane transport of sick or injured, 
threatened, endangered, and sensitive or otherwise protected species of wildlife 
found on the Center for evaluation and treatment, or if dead, send for forensics 
analysis.  


 Coordinate carcass disposal with Logistics, Protective Services, Facilities 
Maintenance and regulatory agencies of the threatened, endangered, and 
sensitive or otherwise protected species of wildlife. 


 Obtain Center permits (e.g., banding, salvage, and depredation), and monitor 
and evaluate implementation of permit terms and conditions. 


 Support and conduct implementation of corrective actions. 


 Prepare and update plans as needed, for example, under the Endangered 
Species Act. 


 Maintain documentation for pesticide program 
 
5.11   Restoration Program 
 
The Environmental Management Division requires support for the Restoration program to 
pursue environmental initiatives designed to remediate, restore, protect and enhance mission 
resources.  The goal of the Restoration program is to reduce NASA’s long-term environmental 
liability by cleaning up chemicals released to the environment from past activities and to restore 
environmental conditions.  The Division prepares multi-year plans for Agency-wide review and 
prioritization to ensure that the highest priority liabilities are addressed first to protect human 
health and the environment and preserve natural resources for future Agency missions.  


 
The Contractor shall:  
 


 Participate in Agency-wide meetings, teleconferences, Video Teleconferencing 
System (ViTS) conferences, and related programs on emerging principles and 
practices.  


 Conduct restoration awareness activities and training.  


 Conduct or participate in surveys, investigations, analyses, and studies. 


 Prepare plans, as needed, for example, under the Comprehensive Environmental 
Restoration, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA), the Resources 
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), and the Clean Water Act. 


 Maintain Administrative Record required under CERCLA, RCRA, and the Clean 
Water Act. 


 Provide recommendations and comment to Center proponents, Resident 
Agencies, and tenant partners, for example, for excavation or vapor intrusion.  


 Communicate, coordinate, and consult with regulatory agencies and Center 
divisions, for example, in providing disclosure to prospective applicants for leases 
or agreements. 


 Support interagency and public notice and comment process. 


 Manage Center permits or permit equivalents.  
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 Monitor, evaluate and provide oversight to ensure compliance with agreement 
terms and conditions. 


 Gather and maintain data, prepare reports and briefings. 


 Conduct implementation of corrective actions. 


 Maintain Restoration Program mailing list and support distribution of documents if 
requested by the Government. 


 
5.12 Other Services 
 
The Contractor shall maintain the Code SH website by ensuring information is current and 
reflects current information. As requested by the Task Monitors, the Contractor shall make 
updates and minor improvements to the web pages, such as updates to documents and text via 
request to the Center Intranet Webmaster. 
 
Participate in all external environmental inspections and audits and prepare all reports and 
corrective action plans as needed.  External audits and inspections may be performed by 
agencies including, but not limited to the following.

o Certified Unified Program Agency (Annually) 
o Lahontan Regional Water Quality Control Board (Determined by Agency)

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Appendix 1 - SERVICES POSITION DESCRIPTION TITLES GUIDELINES 
 
The following list of qualifications reflects the minimum desired personnel requirements 
associated with the safety and environmental activities in this contract. The contractor personnel 
performing multiple functions shall be certified for all the disciplines they are supporting and 
should meet the minimum personnel qualifications listed below.    
 
Project Manager (On-Site): 
 
Bachelor’s Degree from an accredited school in Environmental Management or Institutional 
Safety Management or comparable.  Project Manager should have a minimum of 10-years 
experience in institutional safety, occupational health and/or environmental fields; include 
leading tasks, projects or programs related to the technical areas described in the Performance 
Work Statement with desired experience in multidisciplinary environmental programs, and a 
minimum of 5-years serving in a strategic role with oversight in project or program execution 
including planning, communication, resource allocation, etc.  
 
 
Environmental Specialists (On-site AFRC and 703 locations) 
 
Senior Environmental/Scientist: 
 
Bachelor’s Degree from an accredited school in an environmentally related field and a minimum 
10-years of progressive environmental management experience. Collective experience should 
be in waste management, Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) requirements, 
pollution prevention assessments, analytical services, environmental training, Air regulations 
and permitting, Storage Tanks and environmental compliance auditing, Environmental 
Management Systems, NEPA, Cultural/Natural Resources.  Provide regulatory analysis and 
environmental consultation.  
 
Mid-Level Environmental/Scientist: 
 
Bachelor’s Degree from an accredited school in an environmentally related field and a minimum 
6 years progressive experience in pollution prevention, recycling, solid waste/hazardous 
management, water compliance/permitting, hazardous materials, environmental audits, 
natural/cultural resource management, EMS, training and sustainable acquisition.  Personnel 
should have 6-years experience in environmental planning, data collection and analysis, 
training, and regulatory review and compliance requirements.  
 
Environmental Coordinator: 
 
Personnel shall have at a minimum a high school diploma and/or equivalent and a minimum of 
six years experience in chemical management. Experience shall include ensuring compliance 
with established control procedures, maintaining and updating chemical management policy and 
procedures, collecting, reviewing, filling and inputting data into government provided chemical 
management system. Personnel shall be familiar with standard concepts, practices and 
procedures for chemical management.   
 
 
Environmental Technician: 
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Personnel shall have a high school diploma or equivalent, possess a valid driver’s license and 
HAZWOPER training required and experience in conducting field investigations to obtain data 
and samples needed for determining sources and methods in water, soil and waste 
management principles as applied to RCRA. Experience in conducting field tests to determine 
physical characteristics of solid and liquid materials and substances.  Experience shall include 
collecting and preparing samples of liquids and solids from chemical research laboratories, 
industrial processes and any associated pollution control activities.  Personnel should have a 
comprehensive knowledge of waste management operations involving waste handling and 
preparation of waste for disposal and shall include data recording and maintaining related 
records.  Work performed shall include forklift and transfer pump operations.  
 
Safety Specialists (On-site AFRC and 703 locations) 
Senior Safety Specialist (On-Site): 
Bachelor’s Degree from an accredited school in an Safety and Health related field and 10 years 
of multidisciplinary experience; or a (CSP) Certified Safety Specialist or equivalent and 10 years 
of multidisciplinary experience; or Specialized Safety training and Certifications and 15 years of 
multidisciplinary experience.  Multidisciplinary experience should include areas of expertise in 
Fall Protection; Aircraft Fueling/Fuel Farm Management; Mishap Investigation; Construction 
Safety; Explosive Safety; Cryogen Management Safety; Electrical Safety; Life Safety (Life 
Safety Code); Hazard Identification and Abatement. Work Experience and or training in 
Pressure Vessel Systems. Experience should include leading tasks, projects and sustainability 
of a proactive safety program.  
 
Mid-level Safety Specialist: 
Bachelor’s Degree from an accredited school in a Safety and Health related field and 5-years of 
multidisciplinary experience; or Specialized Safety training and Certifications and 10-years of 
multidisciplinary experience. Multidisciplinary experience should include training and work 
experience in Fall Protection; Fire Safety/Fire Suppression Systems; Facility Inspection; Hazard 
Identification; Construction Safety; Pressure Vessel Systems; Explosive Safety; Electrical 
Safety; Aircraft Fueling; Life Safety.  
 
Junior Safety Specialist: 
Bachelor’s Degree from an accredited school in a Safety and Health related field and 2-3 years 
of multidisciplinary experience; or Specialized Safety training and 5-7 years of multidisciplinary 
experience. Multidisciplinary experience should include instruction/training and work experience 
in Fall Protection; Fire Safety; Facility Inspection; Hazard Identification; Construction Safety; 
Electrical Safety; Life Safety.

HEALTH & WELFARE: Life, accident, and health insurance plans, sick leave, pension plans, civic and 
personal leave, severance pay, and savings and thrift plans. Minimum employer contributions costing an 
average of $4.02 per hour computed on the basis of all hours worked by service employees employed 
on the contract. 
 
VACATION: 2 weeks paid vacation after 1 year of service with a contractor or successor; 3 weeks after 5 
years, and 4 weeks after 15 years.  Length of service includes the whole span of continuous service with 
the present contractor or successor, wherever employed, and with the predecessor contractors in the 
performance of similar work at the same Federal facility.  (Reg. 29 CFR 4.173) 
 
HOLIDAYS: A minimum of ten paid holidays per year, New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Jr's Birthday, 
Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans' Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  (A contractor may substitute for any of the named holidays 
another day off with pay in accordance with a plan communicated to the employees involved.)  (See 29 
CFR 4174) 
 
THE OCCUPATIONS WHICH HAVE NUMBERED FOOTNOTES IN PARENTHESES RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING: 
 
1)  COMPUTER EMPLOYEES:  Under the SCA at section 8(b), this wage determination does not apply to 
any employee who individually qualifies as a bona fide executive, administrative, or professional 
employee as defined in 29 C.F.R. Part 541.  Because most Computer System Analysts and Computer 
Programmers who are compensated at a rate not less than $27.63 (or on a salary or fee basis at a rate 
not less than $455 per week) an hour would likely qualify as exempt computer professionals, (29 C.F.R. 
541.400) wage rates may not be listed on this wage determination for all occupations within those job 
families.  In addition, because this wage determination may not list a wage rate for some or all 
occupations within those job families if the survey data indicates that the prevailing wage rate for the 
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occupation equals or exceeds $27.63 per hour conformances may be necessary for certain nonexempt 
employees.  For example, if an individual employee is nonexempt but nevertheless performs duties 
within the scope of one of the Computer Systems Analyst or Computer Programmer occupations for 
which this wage determination does not specify an SCA wage rate, then the wage rate for that employee 
must be conformed in accordance with the conformance procedures described in the conformance note 
included on this wage determination. 
 
Additionally, because job titles vary widely and change quickly in the computer industry, job titles are 
not determinative of the application of the computer professional exemption.  Therefore, the 
exemption applies only to computer employees who satisfy the compensation requirements and whose 
primary duty consists of: 
    (1) The application of systems analysis techniques and procedures, including consulting with users, to 
determine hardware, software or system functional specifications; 
    (2) The design, development, documentation, analysis, creation, testing or modification of computer 
systems or programs, including prototypes, based on and related to user or system design specifications; 
    (3) The design, documentation, testing, creation or modification of computer programs related to 
machine operating systems; or 
    (4) A combination of the aforementioned duties, the performance of which requires the same level of 
skills.  (29 C.F.R. 541.400). 
 
2)  APPLICABLE TO AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS ONLY - NIGHT DIFFERENTIAL:  An employee is entitled to 
pay for all work performed between the hours of 6:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M. at the rate of basic pay plus a 
night pay differential amounting to 10 percent of the rate of basic pay. 
 
3)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you work at 
night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential and receive an additional 10% of 
basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.  If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a 
week) and Sunday is part of your regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay 
plus a Sunday premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime 
(i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered overtime work). 
 
HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a 
position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or in close proximity to ordinance, 
explosives, and incendiary materials.  This includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and 
pressing of sensitive ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black 
powder and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives. 
Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance operations on sensitive 
ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All operations involving regrading and cleaning of 
artillery ranges. 
 
A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that represents a low degree 
of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) 
explosives and incendiary materials which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or 
arms of the employee engaged in the operation, irritation of the skin, minor burns and the like; minimal 
damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used. All operations involving, 
unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and incendiary ordnance material other than 
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small arms ammunition.  These differentials are only applicable to work that has been specifically 
designated by the agency for ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay. 
 
** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE ** 
 
If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract (either by the terms of 
the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such 
uniforms and maintaining (by laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be 
borne by an employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage 
determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the following 
standards as compliance: 
 
The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an adequate number of 
uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where 
uniform cleaning and maintenance is made the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and 
subcontractors subject to this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective 
bargaining agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary affirmative proof 
as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per 
week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of 
"wash and wear" materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do 
not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial laundering in order 
to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms of the Government contract, by the 
contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work, there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed 
for uniform maintenance costs.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form 
1444 (SF 1444)} 
 
Conformance Process: 
 
The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is not listed herein and 
which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to be performed is not performed by any 
classification listed in the wage determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a 
reasonable relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted classifications 
and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such conformed classes of employees shall be 
paid the monetary wages and furnished the fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process 
shall be initiated by the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es) 
of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall be retroactive to the 
commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)} When multiple wage determinations are 
included in a contract, a separate SF 1444 should be prepared for each wage determination to which a 
class(es) is to be conformed. 
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The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows: 
 
1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed occupation(s) and 
computes a proposed rate(s). 
 
2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order proposed classification 
title(s), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each proposed classification(s), job description(s), and 
rationale for proposed wage rate(s), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of 
the authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized 
representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the contracting officer 
no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees performs any contract work. 
 
3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report of the action, 
together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent information including the position of the 
contractor and the employees, to the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, 
U.S. Department of Labor, for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4). 
 
4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or disapproves the action 
via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the contracting officer that additional time 
will be required to process the request. 
 
5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor. 
 
6) The contractor informs the affected employees. 
 
Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper. 
 
When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of Occupations" (the 
Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure that duties requested are not performed 
by a classification already listed in the wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the 
required tasks that determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination. 
Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide classifications listed in the 
wage determination.

2)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you work at 
night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential and receive an additional 10% of 
basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.  If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a 
week) and Sunday is part of your regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay 
plus a Sunday premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime 
(i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered overtime work).

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report of the action, 
together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent information including the position of the 
contractor and the employees, to the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, 
U.S. Department of Labor, for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4). 
 
4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or disapproves the action 
via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the contracting officer that additional time 
will be required to process the request. 
 
5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor. 
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6) The contractor informs the affected employees. 
 
Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper. 
 
When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of Occupations" (the 
Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure that duties requested are not performed 
by a classification already listed in the wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the 
required tasks that determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination. 
Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide classifications listed in the 
wage determination.

Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regulation, 29 CFR Part 1910.1200, Hazard  
Communication, and Federal Standard 313 (or FED-STD-313), Material Safety Data, Transportation  
Data and Disposal Data for Hazardous Materials Furnished to Government Activities, as revised. A single 
copy of each Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) will be sent upon receipt of the material for use on 
NASA property to the Center's Central Repository, Mail Code 4823. Information on new or changed 
locations and/or quantities of hazardous materials normally stored or used onsite should also be sent to 
the Center's Central Repository. If the MSDS arrives with the material and is needed for immediate use, 
the MSDS should be delivered to the Central Repository by close of business of the next working day 
after it enters the site.

All safety engineering products, which address 
operations, equipment, and other aspects of safety engineering, on NASA property will be subject to the 
review and concurrence of the NASA Safety Office unless otherwise specified in the approved safety and 
health plan. The contractor is expected to have processes to address similar instances in contractor 
facilities utilizing contractor resources to manage such instances.  
2.1 Hazard Identification. Describe the procedures and techniques to be used to compile an inventory of 
hazards associated with the work to be performed on this contract. This inventory of hazards shall 
address the work specified in the contract as well as the hazards associated with operations and work 
environments in close proximity to contract operations. The hazard inventory results will be reported to 
the Government in a manner suitable for inclusion in facilities baseline documentation as a permanent 
record.

a. Discrepancies between observed conditions and current requirements.  
b. New (not previously identified) or modified hazards. 
2.3 Employee Reports of Hazards. The contractor will identify the methods to be used to encourage 
employees to report hazardous conditions (e.g., close calls) and analyze/abate hazards. The contractor 
will describe steps to be taken to create reprisal-free employee reporting with emphasis on management 
support for employees and describe methods to be used to incorporate employee insights into hazard 
abatement activities.  
3.0 MISHAP INVESTIGATION AND RECORD ANALYSIS.  
3.1 Mishap Investigation and Reporting. The contractor will identify the methods to assure that the 
investigations and reporting of mishaps including corrective actions to be implemented to prevent 
recurrence.

of NASA. The contractor discussion should include: investigation procedures; exercise of jurisdiction over 
a mishap investigation involving NASA and other contractor personnel; follow up of corrective actions; 
communication of lessons learned to  
NASA; and solutions to minimize duplications in reporting and documentation including use of alternate 
forms or other solutions. The contractor will discuss its procedures for the immediate notification of fires, 
hazardous materials releases, and other emergencies. The contractor will include appropriate details to 
address the use of NASA Mishap Information System (NMIS) and form AFRC 80095b, Close Call/Mishap 
Reporting, including 24-hour and ten-day mishap reports to the NASA Safety Office, mail code B4850.  
3.2 Trend Analysis. The contractor will describe the approach to be used to perform trend analysis of data 
(occupational injuries and illnesses; facilities, systems, and equipment performance; maintenance 
findings; etc.). The discussion should include methods to identify and abate common cause failures or 
occurrences indicated by the trend analysis. The contractor should discuss the following methods of 
providing data, in support of site-wide trend analysis to be performed by the Government. Further, the 
contractor should describe how the results of these trend analysis will be shared with employees so that 
they are aware of potential safety problems or hazards.  
a. Accident/Incident Summary Report. The contractor will describe how monthly Accident/Incident  
Summary Reports are prepared and delivered, as specified on [specify locally used format].

If contractor is exempt by regulation from maintaining and 
publishing such logs, equivalent data in the contractor's format is acceptable (such as loss runs from 
insurance carrier). This data will be compiled and reported each calendar year and provided to the 
Government within 45 days after the end of the year to be reported (e.g., not later than February 15 of the 
year following).  
4.0 HAZARD PREVENTION AND CONTROL. Identified hazards must be eliminated or controlled. In the 
multiple employer environment of the Center, it is required that hazards including discrepancies and 
corrective actions be recorded in the Center's information data system NMIS for risk management 
purposes. Describe the approach to implementing this requirement.  
4.1 Appropriate Controls. Discuss the approach to be used for considering and selecting controls.

the contractor will identify and submit hazardous operations procedures to the NASA  
Safety Office for review and approval.  
4.1.2 Written Procedures. Provide methods to assure that relevant hazardous situations and proper 
controls are identified in documentation such as inspection procedures, test procedures, or other, and 
other related information. Describe methods to assure that written procedures are developed for all 
hazardous operations, including testing, maintenance, repairs, and handling of hazardous materials and 
hazardous waste.
