The Offeror shall submit the following elements in their quote to be considered responsive and is
limited to five (5) pages:

1. A technical approach for performing the requirements of the SOW, including:

b. The specific processes and procedures required to perform each section of the SOW.

2. Relevant experience in the past five (5) years performing rail system operations at other
comparable sites of a similar scope and complexity. The Offeror shall provide three (3)
separate examples with references.

3. The Offeror shall provide a total price required for all work required to perform the
SOW. If the Government determines that, due to unrealistically low or significantly
understated rates, there is an unreasonably high risk of default, such determination could
serve as a basis for non-selection.

One award will be made to the offeror with the lowest price technically acceptable quote.
Technical acceptability will be based on the offeror’s technical approach and relevant experience
(numbers 1 and 2 above).

The Government intends to evaluate the lowest priced quote first and, if it is determined to be
technically acceptable, make an award to that offeror. In the event that the lowest priced quote is
not technically acceptable, the second lowest priced quote will be evaluated and, if it is
determined to be technically acceptable, an award will be made to that offeror. This process will
continue until the lowest priced technically acceptable quote is identified.

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STATEMENT OF WORK

1.0 INTRODUCTION

Services to conduct the operations of the Kennedy Space Center (KSC) rail system and the

National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) rail assets from the Jay Jay Yard

holding site in Titusville, Florida, to various areas on KSC are needed. The KSC rail system is

required to transport the Space Launch System (SLS) Solid Rocket Booster Segments that will

be delivered and staged at the Jay Jay Yard site from the manufacturer in Utah via rail. There are

approximately 40 miles of rail track on KSC property of which only 32.5 miles of track are

considered active and will be used for this requirement. The KSC rail system incorporates tight

turns compared to off-site, mainline tracks. A small switcher locomotive or equivalent is

required to navigate the KSC rail system.

2.0 BOOSTER & SPACER RAILCAR TRANSPORT DESCRIPTION AND

REQUIREMENTS

The requirements are based on NASA SLS Program requirements. The current schedule plans

for one shipment of inert Booster Segments sometime in December 2015 - March 2016 to KSC;

duration is (2) Weeks from delivery until empty Booster rail cars are delivered to Jay Jay Yard to

be transport back to manufacture. Contractor will be notified at least one month in advance of

actual date.

3.0 INITIAL SUPPORT REQUIREMENT

The contractor shall provide all necessary resources, personnel and equipment, to perform all

Booster Segments movements at KSC as specified herein. The contractor shall follow

Department of Transportation (DOT) Transportation Regulations1. Contractor shall provide a

small switcher locomotive or equivalent is required at KSC due to the tight turns indicated above

along with a spacer car, required between Segments and small switcher locomotive or equivalent

to distribute the load over the Jay Jay Bridge. The contractor shall describe in detail the concept

of operations utilizing contractor’s equipment that will be used to navigate the KSC rail system

and its availability to meet the NASA requirements described herein. The contractor will be

escorted by KSC NASA personnel as required during operations.

The contractor shall use the small switcher locomotive or equivalent, proceed to, and hook-up
Segment railcars at the Jay Jay Yard site and transport all (2) booster segments along with (1)
contractor spacer.

 The contractor shall transport each Booster Segment one at a time over the Jay Jay
Bridge to the East Wilson Yard staging site. (6.3 mile one way transit)

1 A spacer car is required between any locomotive used and the first Booster Segment car for crossing the Jay Jay Bridge due to weight

restrictions and one spacer car for transporting to RPSF.
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o This task will invoke the use of multiple manual track switching to track spurs for
staging.

 Once second Booster Segment railcar is at East Wilson Yard, the contractor shall hook-
up both Booster segment rail cars and transport the Booster segment railcars to the
Suspect Siding staging site utilizing the spacer car provided by the contractor between the
locomotive and the Booster cars. (8.0 mile total transit)

o This task requires one manual track switching from the spur to mainline.

4.0 FOLLOW-ON RAILCAR MOVEMENTS ON-SITE

The contractor shall provide all necessary resources to perform the follow-on hook-up and

delivery of individual segment railcars.

 As requested, the contractor shall hook-up and deliver each Booster segment railcar
individually from the Suspect Siding staging site to the Rotation Processing and Surge
Facility (RPSF) again utilizing the contractor provided spacer car. (4.5 mile transit – 5 or
10 trips)

o This task will require multiple use of manual switching from mainline to spurs.

o Delivery to the RPSF may be delayed by days pending readiness and segment
offloading operations at the RPSF.

 After each Booster segment is off-loaded in the RPSF, the contractor shall re-hook the
emptied segment railcar from the RPSF and deliver each to the LMF area until all (2)
emptied segment cars are staged. (1.4 mile transit – 5 or 10 trips)

o This movement shall be accomplished hooked to the spacer car for transit to the
Suspect Siding for coupling of the next Booster car.

o This task will require multiple use of manual track switching from mainline to
spurs.

 Once the last emptied Booster car is moved to the LMF area, the contractor shall hook-up
and transport all empty segment railcars from the LMF area and deliver to the Jay Jay
Yard for shipment back to Utah. This completes movements for one mission. (12.5 mile
transit)

5.0 GENERAL KSC RAIL SYSTEMS OPERATIONAL RESTRICTIONS

 A KSC representative familiar with the rail system and operating rules shall:

o Accompany any train operations that operates on the section of track between Jay-
Jay Yard and Suspect siding
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o arrange for the bridge lowering and gate openings to allow access to KSC

o Brief the Rail Operations Crew on rules that apply between Suspect Siding, the
RPSF and the LMF area to allow routine daily operations without having a
representative present for all locomotive moves.

 Speed limit is 25 mph, except as follows:

o In congested areas, over switches, and other situations as prudent, speed limit is
15 mph

o On the Jay-Jay Bridge, speed limit is 5 mph

o In the Locomotive Maintenance Facility area, the speed limit is 5 mph

 Be prepared to stop within 1/2 range of vision

 A brake test shall be made immediately prior to operation on the Jay-Jay Bridge to ensure
ability to stop short of the open draw span.

 Extra caution shall be used at all public road crossings outside of the KSC barricades,
particularly when moving hazardous materials, in order to protect the Government from
unnecessary liability.

o Suspect Siding road crossing, it is securities responsibility to control highway
traffic. The contractor shall contact KSC Security at 867-2121 to coordinate
assistance prior to switching operation at this siding.

 The Contractor shall conduct a pre-task briefing prior to movement of the railcars.

o The conductor shall ensure railroad tracks are clear with no obstructions before
movement of railcars and ensure the railcars are placarded properly prior to
transit.

o The conductor shall verify there are at least a railcar between an occupied
locomotive and Segment railcar.

o The contractor shall perform a pre-operational inspection and/or an operational
safety inspection of the area for all hazardous operations and all discrepancies
shall be documented and cleared where possible.

o Due to low use, some road crossing signals may not operate normally. In the
event of a nonfunctioning signal manual flagging may be required. Engine
Whistling Signals, when sounding the signal for public crossings, the first of the
long sounds must be started at such point that the signal will be completed by
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ending the last sound on the crossing, prolonging it if necessary. The duration of
the complete signal must not be less than 10 seconds.

6.0 NASA KSC AVAILABLE RAIL ELEMENTS (MAINTAINED BY NASA)

 32.5 miles of track that are considered active and will be used for this requirement.

 Thirty-six (quantity: 36) manual-type track switches between Schwartz Road and the Jay
Jay Bridge. Operators must use caution to ensure the switches are in the correct position
for intended routes.

 Ten (quantity: 10) individual crossing signals between Schwartz Road and the Jay Jay
Bridge. NOTE: none of the crossing signals are equipped with barricades.
